This is what makes 

the nerves rise to the top, this is what Satan says to bring me down, “You are 

not good enough”, “You need to give me singing”, “You can’t remember the 

words so You are not called”.

4. How did you know that you wanted to take your music to the next level?

In my mind, there are no levels of music!  I sing to MY HEAVENLY FATHER and I always pray the 

same thing each time I sing and it is this:  Dear Lord let the people that are here, hear Your voice and 

not mine.  Speak to them thru this music and allow me to be the Vessel that delivers it in a way that 

pleases You! 

5. Tell me a bit about your album ‘No Turning Back’ – what does the title mean?

“No Turning Back” is based on the song “I Have Decided To Follow Jesus”. Prayerfully, when people 

listen to the album they will get excited about being a Christ follower and never TURN BACK!!  Strive 

to be a better Christian and apply the Great Commission to their life! 

6. How does this album differ from ‘Hey Everybody’ and ‘You are my God’?

This Album is a little more contemporary than the other 2 CD’s but all of them have a special place in 

my heart and in my ministry!  Each CD is somewhat different but they all have the same ultimate 

meaning and that is IT IS ALL FOR HIM!!
