“We are blessed in our diocesan family with three seminarians, a student for the 

priesthood residing in South Africa, and a possible candidate for entry to formation in 

September of this year. There is also an encouraging number of other men discerning a 

potential vocation to the priesthood, so it is all the more vital for the future of the 

diocese to enable adequate financial support for the training of priests.  

“The cost of training our diocesan students for the current year will amount to 

£92,418. I urge you to be as generous as possible in supporting the annual second 

collection, which last year raised approximately £20,000.”  ( Donations can also be 

made through the diocesan website: www.rcdea.org.uk/vocations ) 

See also the Prayer for Vocations and announcement of a special Day of Recollection, 

Saturday, 11 May, 2024, 10:30-14:30 at St Mary’s Catholic Church, Thetford for 

Mass, Lunch, a Talk and Adoration.

3. Cheques (payable to Brandon & Mildenhall Catholic Parish) 

4. Cash donations. A basket is available for cash and cheque offertory donations 

at the back of each church.  
Gift Aid: Please consider Gift Aiding your donations if you are a UK taxpayer. An additional 25% 

of what you give is returned to us by HMRC. You are only required to provide your name and 

address and to sign confirming you pay income tax. Those already in the Gift Aid scheme who 

donate electronically or by cheque will have their donations readily credited to their Gift Aid record. 

However, if you make cash donations, you will need to put it in an envelope with your name OR 

your Gift Aid number. (Contact Philip if you are not sure what it is).
