2. DEMAND FOR FOODBANKS

On July 21%, ITV News reported “unprecedented demand for food banks which had
experienced their "busiest month ever" during the coronavirus crisis as families faced
a loss of income due to job losses or furlough schemes, the Trussell Trust has said. The
food bank network saw an 89% increase in demand for emergency food parcels in April
compared to the same period in 2019. The figures included a 107% increase in food
parcels sent to children with the number of families seeking help almost doubling since
last year. The Independent Food Aid Network (IFAN) reported similar increases
reporting 175% more emergency food parcels given out in the UK during April 2020
compared to last year.” ITV News 21 July 2020

At the same time, contributions to Food Banks have declined, partly because of
lockdown and partly because collection points cannot operate at present.
