At every service, Denny would
tell stories about dogs, frogs, bike-riding deer or some such nonsense in his
welcoming monologue. And, didn’t we all love it when he sang “This Old
House” or “Who’s That Knocking at my Door” or “It’s Me Again, Lord”?
