1. Pastor Shay opened the meeting with a prayer. 

2. Preschool – They are meeting every Tuesday and Thursday. Everything is going well. 

3. Oyster Supper Takeout Event – Ron Smith asked the board for permission to hold the Oyster Supper for takeout 

and to donate all proceeds to the Jason Moyer Family Fire Relief Fund. Board voted to allow the supper and 

donation of proceeds at a vote count of 5 to 3. 

4. Praise Music – Jared Hermany reports Brenda, Andrea and Sue have requested to play praise music during the 

Oyster Supper Takeout Event. A motion was made to accept the proposal by Ed Sawyer and seconded by Tom

5. Property Committee – Jared Hermany reports fence, roof and porch at Tad’s are to be repaired. Reports 

considering having the house painted which all falls under the current budget. We have locked in oil price for this 

coming year. 

6. 2021 Budget Development – Ron Belknap has asked the board to consider the upcoming 2021 budget. 

7. Confirmation Class – Pastor Shay reports 4 children have signed up for Confirmation and the course will run the 

usual 2 years. 

8. Harvest Home – Pastor Shay collection will happen on October 18, 2020 

9. Church Service Location – The board has decided to continue to hold services in the Activity Center Gym for 

safety purposes.  

10. Mohan Ram Love Offering– Pastor Shay reports we have collected $4500.00 for Mohan’s mission. Pastor will be 

mailing the funds via certified mail on September 9, 2020. 

11. Adult Retreat – Pastor Shay contacted Twin Pines about the Adult Retreat and is happy to report the retreat is still 

on. The retreat is scheduled for November 13 – 15, 2020 but will have to be cancelled if we do not have 15 to 18 

people. 

12. Singing Group – Pastor Shay reports former members of the St John’s Singing Group would like to perform for us 

on September 27, 2020. Tad Schlegel will be looking at the sound system and perform a sound check with the 

group. 

13. Youth Group Update – Tad Schlegel reports youth program started last week. Reports he had an okay turn out. 

Tad reports he and Kayla Fusselman have been working on Sidewalk Sunday School which will run about an 

hour. 

14. Streaming Video System – Tad Schlegel reports he received a quote of $7000.00 dollars to upgrade our streaming 

capabilities. Tad spoke to Dave Zoghby and they can do most of the work and will be compiling a list of 

materials. Tad also asked for permission to purchase a new camera to film services for streaming.  

15. Home School Co-op – Board discussed to allow the co-op to meet in the Activity Center Meeting Room. A 

motion was made by Kevin Dellicker to allow the co-op to meet in the Meeting Room only and excludes the Gym 

area. The Co-op will meet Mondays from 2 to 4 and will be following all CDC guidelines. The motion was 

seconded by Mike Follweiler and the motion carried.
