The Moon covers a large portion of the Sun, so thisis a
spectacular sight in Milwaukee on Monday April 8. Stages and times of the eclipse are
outlined below. All times are local time (CDT) for Milwaukee.

12:52:46 Partial eclipse begins

The moment the edge of the Moon touches the
edge of the Sun is called first contact.

5-08:13 Maximum eclipse

The deepest point of the eclipse, with the Sun at its most hidden.

3:21:52 Partial eclipse ends

The edge of the Moon leaves the edge of the Sun.

* Timings for the beginning & end of partial eclipse and maximum eclipse are accurate to within a few
seconds.
