Deadline to submit applications is the 25th of each 
month.  Applications must be submitted to the Association 
office.  Applications must be complete, with all required 
documentation and signatures or will be returned to 

Homeowners.  All deadlines apply.  Please read the 
application instructions carefully.

SELLING YOUR HOME?   

YOU NEED A RESALE PACKAGE! 

If you are selling your home, you are required by law to 

provide the prospective buyer with a set of Homeowner 

Association documents. Don't risk the legal problems that 

can come from a lack of full disclosure on your resale. 

The Waters Landing resale package is available for 

purchase by order through the Association office.  We 

ask that you place your request a minimum of 5 days in 

advance, allowing sufficient time for preparation. 

STREETLIGHT OUTAGES 

Streetlights are inspected about once a month for 
outages.  If you notice there is a streetlight that is either 
out, dim, flickering, or on during the day, you may 
contact Potomac Edison (PE) directly as PE owns and 
maintains all streetlights.  For your convenience, we 
have prepared a streetlight map listing all streetlights 
with streetlight numbers for easy notification to report 
outage when calling Potomac Edison at 1-800-686-
0811.
