Presidents Message From Wesley Steffan

It has been a busy three months since our last newsletter!

Our Annual Meeting was held on April 24 and was attended by over 60
members and guests. Guest speaker, Joni Giese from the Prior Lake
spring Lake Watershed district (PLSLWD) provided information on lake
water quality and ongoing lake improvement projects. Patricia Freeman
from the Spring Lake Regional Park provided updates on the huge park

being planned for the North side of Spring Lake. A huge thank you to all who attended and to
the sponsors who provided door prizes for those who were present.

The Spring Lake Association (SLA) has also been busy with Spring Lake water surveys and
treatments, stocking bluegills with Prior Lake Spring Lake Watershed District, volunteers
working with the DNR on the Spring Lake Boat Launch Rain Garden Improvements, Pick Your
Paddle Event, Kids’ Father’s Day Fishing Contest and the 4th of July Boat Parade! Our Mem-
bership Committee was busy delivering SLA Welcome Packets to all new residents on the
lake as well as SLA New Member Packets to all those who joined for the first time in 2022.
SLA 70th Anniversary T-Shirts and wine were also delivered to members who made a $50 or
more donation to SLA for water quality initiatives. If you fall into one of these categories and
didn’t receive a delivery, please let us know.

As mentioned during the Annual Meeting, the Spring Lake Association was awarded a
$50,000 Grant to cover project costs in 2022 and 2023 for managing the Eurasian Watermil-
foil (EWM) that was discovered during the summer of 2021. The first survey was completed
on June 8 and showed that the areas treated last fall were successful. Unfortunately, new
areas were identified resulting in a subsequent treatment of 14 acres which was done by
PLM on June 17. The cost for this treatment is estimated to be around $17,000 and will be
covered by funds from the Grant. Other patches of EWM were identified during the first
survey but not treated. These will be monitored during a full lake survey that will take place
the latter part of July to determine if additional treatments are warranted.

The SLA continues to work closely with Blue Water Science and the PLSLWD with plans to
offer an Aquatic Plant Seminar on Thursday, August 4 at the Prior Lake City Hall. Steve McCo-
mas from Blue Water Science will be the featured presenter. Please look for the Evite which
will be sent out shortly. We hope you will be able to join us!

Another item of interest was the discovery of a “single” Zebra Mussel which was attached to
a leaf stem during the initial lake survey on April 29. See article on the next page for more
information.

As the summer rolls on, we hope to see you at future SLA sponsored events (see events
calendar) or out on the lake!



Own Your Wake

OWN YOUR
WAKE

Almost every motorboat can create a wake, which is why boaters
must be aware of the danger wakes present and the damage they
can do. While common courtesy dictates boaters should control
their wakes, there are consequences beyond how wakes may
affect people. So, what do boaters really need to know when it
comes to owning their wake?

Under Minnesota law, the damage your wake causes is treated the
same as damage caused by an actual collision. Personal watercraft
(PWC) must stay at least 150 feet from shore. There is no required
distance for boats, but by staying at least 200 feet from shore or
other structures boaters can reduce the likelihood their wakes will
cause damage. Boats that create an artificial wake may require
more distance to lower the impact.

Be aware of your environment and what’s going on around you —

this applies to everyone on and around the water.

e Have a designated lookout to keep an eye out for other boats,
objects, and swimmers.

e If crossing a wake, cross at low speeds and keep a close look-
out for skiers and towables.

e  Comply with all signs and respect barriers. This includes speed
limits, no-wake zones, and underwater obstructions.

° Keep your distance from shorelines, docks, or other struc-
tures.

e Minimize repetitive passes.

e Respect the rights of others

Environmental impacts of wakes | Large wakes produced by wa-

tercraft can result in a variety of negative environmental conse-

guences, including:

e Shoreline erosion;

e Impaired water quality resulting from increased sediment in
the water;

e Loss of shoreline vegetation, which helps stabilize the shore
and provides important habitat for fish and wildlife.

These impacts are greater when water levels are high and shore-

lines are saturated.

Zebra Mussels
- “W'Eifig"‘ e

Zebra mussels are an Aquatic Invasive Species (AlS) and distin-
guished by a small striped, D-shaped shell composed of two hinged
valves joined by a ligament. The shells are typically one-quarter
inch to one and one-half inches long, depending on age, with alter-
nating yellow and brownish colored stripes. Adults are typically
fingernail sized. Zebra mussels attach to hard surfaces underwater.
A single zebra mussel can filter one quart of water per day while
feeding primarily on algae. They live underwater, attached to natu-
ral and manmade substrates such as rocks, wood, plants, native
mussels, pipes, docks, boat lifts, swim rafts, moored watercraft,
and other debris. Reproduction of zebra mussels require a male
and a female which can produce 100,000 to 500,000 eggs per year.
Fertilized eggs develop into microscopic, free-living larvae, called
"veligers," that form shells. After two to three weeks, the veligers
settle and attach to a firm surface using tiny fibers called byssal
threads. Beds of zebra mussels can reach tens-of-thousands within
a single square yard. (Minnesota DNR)

The Minnesota DNR did perform a subsequent snorkel and shore-
line survey for zebra mussels on Spring Lake. They searched high
priority areas and the area where the single zebra mussel was
found. Their investigation did not show any additional ones pre-
sent.

With the help of Charlie Malecha, Spring Lake Association has in-
stalled zebra mussel ladders through out the lake to determine the
degree in which the infestation still exists. As you may remember,
Charlie used these same Zebra Mussels ladders in 2020 for his Ea-
gle Scout project. At that time, no zebra Mussels were found.

Your cooperation is requested in monitoring conditions around
your dock for any zebra mussels activity. If you suspect a new infes-
tation of zebra mussels, take a photo and note the location, or save
a specimen. Report your findings to a local DNR official or send an
email to SLA at board.SLA@gmail.com.

plants present in Spring Lake is curly-leaf pondweed (CLP)
(Potamogeton Crispus) which is non-native and invasive. It grows
quickly early in the season, sometimes smothering native plant
growth. The plant releases its seeds and then dies back during
mid-summer. The decomposing plants contribute nutrients to
the water which then fuels algae growth. The best time to treat
for invasive CLP is in the spring before the lake temperature sur-
passes 60°F and when plants are 1-2’ tall because native plants
start to grow once the lake temperature reaches 60°F.

Treatments: If you would like to treat other plants along your
shoreline, determine if you want to treat with chemical or manu-
al pulling. Whether you hire a company or do it yourself, chemi-
cal treatments require a DNR permit that will allow up to 2 treat-
ments per year. If you choose to do a chemical treatment your-
self, Hydrothol 191 Granular is a recommended product that can
be used to treat both invasive and native plants. The Prior Lake-

Spring Lake History | Memories from John & Denise Craig
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As we continue to celebrate 70 years of
Spring Lake Association, we again visited
with John and Denise Craig from Craig’s
Resort so we could share some of their
memories. As a reminder, John is the son
of Duffy and Tope Craig, who were owner
operators of Craig’s Resort on Spring
Lake.
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John has lived his entire life on Spring
Lake. He recalls moving in when he was 3 E
months old after being in the hospital since
birth. While the resort was busiest in the || . | — : 3 ; o .

year round. | »

Craig’s Resort Property was comprised of five cabins, a bar, bait shop and a lakeshore dock
with a swimming beach and raft. Craig’s Resort occupied addresses 2883 —2855 on Spring
Lake Road.

2883 was the original location of the Bar and Bait Shop. The bar sold a beer variety along with
a 3.2 Bar setup license. They also sold sandwiches, candy, ice cream, pop and pizza. The Resort
rented about 20 wooden boats and they also had a boat launch access between 2883 and
2863. This property was sold around 1988 and a private home was built.

2863 is the location of the original log home where John grew up. Cabin #5 was also located
on the same property. They had a pump house that was installed in the mid 1970s that was
used for Cabin #5 as well as for the bar. The land and all three of these buildings were sold and
currently still exist in the same location as a private residence.

2855 is the location where cabins #1, #2, #3 and #4 were located. Cabins were torn down and DB
John and Denise Craig built a home where they currently live today. They have built their
home surrounded by many of the wonderful memories of Spring Lake and Craig’s Resort.

2839 is the location where John’s grandparents lived. John has cherished memories of not
only growing up at Craig’s Resort on Spring Lake, but also growing up next to his grandpar-
ents.

John found a school bell on Spring Lake Road between 2922 and 2936 years ago. He doesn’t
remember the Spring Lake Public School but wonders if there is a connection.

John remembers that Spring Lake Road was the original location of Highway 13. He also re-
calls many businesses that were across the street from Spring Lake in the 1950s:

e Hollywood Inn - This was an Inn that had three cabins for rent.

e Myers Resort - This resort had two cabins and rented wooden boats.
e Dueffert's Gas Station and Grocery Store - This was located where Northwood Park is located today.
A farm was next door to Dueffert's.
e Bait Shop - There was also a bait shop to the west of Craig's Resort on Spring Lake Road.
The Craig’s are fortunate to have many family and fun memories of Spring Lake that include five generations!
Generation 1 | Sellner’s - Duffy’s parents, George and Anna.
Generation 2 | Craig’s - Duffy & Tope
Generation 3 | Duffy & Tope’s children Linda, John and Tom.
Generation 4 | John & Denise Craig’s children, John and Jaime.

Generation 5 | John & Denise Craig’s grandchildren, Owen, Ethan, Makayla, Jaiden and Jackson.



DNR Warns: Don't Blast Plants and
Lake Bottoms with Water Jets

State environmental officials are warning lakeshore property owners
to be careful if they use high-powered water jets to clear away plants

or muck.

These devices, sold under the brand names like Aqua Thruster, Ag-
uasweep or Torrent Muck Blower, are referred to by the Minnesota
Department of Natural Resources as "hydraulic jets." The jets, which
resemble outboard motors, can be a handy tool to clear the waters
around a dock or swimming area. But used incorrectly, they can
wreak havoc.

"They can do a lot of damage to the bottom of the lake and vegeta-
tion and different things," said Capt. Aaron Kahre, administrative
manager at DNR. "There's always a bit of a learning curve to use it
properly."

In lakes with softer bottoms, the jets can be particularly destructive
to plants and fish habitat, Kahre said.

A permit is almost always needed to use the jet cleaners, Kahre said.
The DNR has found illegal use of the jets after being tipped off, or by
spotting it from the agency's planes.

Jeff Forester, the executive director of Minnesota Lakes and Rivers
Advocates, said the use of water jets can stir up another problem —
algae blooms.

If the jets disturb sediments, they can stir up phosphorus from the

lake bottom, Forester said. That can feed algae blooms, often a stink-

ing, green mess on lakes.
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The blooms are "becoming more and more of an issue as water
warms" from climate change, Forester said.

Forester said property owners using the jets should avoid pointing
them downward. In addition to the DNR, Forester said lake associa-
tions are working to educate jet users on proper technique.

While Kahre said the jets have been an on-and-off problem since
they became popular a few years ago, the number of citations is-
sued has dropped.

According to data provided by DNR, 11 citations were issued in
2017. The number has dropped each year since then, with four
given out in 2020 and one in 2021.

DNR officers have discretion on whether to issue a warning or a
citation, Kahre said, and may choose to warn if they find someone
using a jet without a permit who hasn't done significant damage to
a lake.

"Anybody that thinks they want to use one of these [should] con-
tact their local hydrologist and work very closely with them for
where it can be used and can't be," Kahre said.
