“So since we stand surrounded by all those who have 
gone before, an enormous cloud of witnesses...”

ESTHER 4:7-8, 11b, 13b,-14, 16b, 16d 
“Mordecai told him the whole story, including the 
exact amount of money Haman had promised to pay 
into the royal treasury for the destruction of the Jews. 
Mordecai gave Hathach a copy of the decree issued in 
Susa that called for the DEATH of all Jews. He asked 
Hathach to show it to Esther and explain the situation 
to her. He also asked Hathach to direct Esther to go to 
the king to beg for mercy and plead for her people....

....[BUT!] anyone who appears before the king in his 
inner court without being invited is doomed to die 
unless the king holds out his gold scepter!

....Don’t think for a moment that because you’re in the 
palace you will escape when all other Jews are killed. 
If you keep quiet at a time like this, deliverance and 
relief for the Jews will arise from some other place, 
but you and your relatives will die. Who knows if per-
haps you were made queen for just such a time as 
this?”

....Do not eat or drink for three days, night or day..... 
And then, though it is against the law, I will go in to 
see the king. If I must die, I must die.”
