Demonstrating faith

1 THESSALONIANS 5:16-18 AMPLIFIED 
“Rejoice always and delight in your FAITH; be unceasing 
and persistent in prayer; in every situation [no matter what 
the circumstances] be thankful and continually give thanks 
to God; for this is the will of God for you in Christ Jesus. ”

EPHESIANS 1:5 WE 
“Because God LOVED us, He planned that we should be 
His own children. It is through Jesus the Christ that we are 
God’s children. That is the way God wanted it to be.”

1 PETER 1:3 NLT 
“.... it is God’s boundless mercy that has given us the  
PRIVILEGE of being born again, so that now we are  
members of God’s own family. Now we live in the hope of 
eternal life because Christ rose again from the dead!”

COLOSSIANS 3:16-17 VOICE 
“Let the word of the Almighty God richly INHABIT your lives. 
With all wisdom teach, counsel, and instruct one another. 
Sing the psalms, compose hymns and songs inspired by the 
Spirit, and keep on singing—sing to God from hearts full and 
SPILLING OVER with thankfulness. Surely, no matter what 
you are doing (speaking, writing, or working), do it ALL in 
the name of Jesus our Master, sending THANKS through 
Him to God our Father.”

ROMANS 8:17 NLT 
“And since we are His children, we are His heirs. In fact,  
together with Christ we ARE HEIRS of God’s glory. But if we 
are to share His glory, we must also share His suffering.”

1 PETER 4:1 NLT 
“Now since Christ suffered and underwent pain, you MUST 
have the SAME attitude that HE did; you MUST be ready to 
suffer, too. For remember, when your body suffers, sin loses 
its power, and you won’t spend the rest of your lives chasing 
your own desires, but you WILL BE EAGER to DO the will of 
God, to do the GOOD that God wants you to do.

PSALM 7:17 ESV and NLV 
“I will give to the Lord the THANKS due Him, because He IS 
right and good, and I will sing praise to the name of the Lord, 
the Most High.”
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Thankfulness is recognizing good things that have happened to you, and 
acknowledging the people who made those good things happen, or 
ultimately, recognizing who GOD is, and what HE has done.
