Exodus 3:7 AMP  
“The Lord said, ‘I have in fact seen the affliction (suffering, desolation) of My 
people who are in Egypt, and have heard their cry because of their  
taskmasters (oppressors); for I know their pain and suffering.’ ”

Genesis 15:13-14 NLT  
“Then the Lord said to Abram, ‘You can be sure that your descendants  
will be strangers in a foreign land, where they will be oppressed as slaves 
for 400 years. But I will punish the nation that enslaves them, and in the end 
they will come away with great wealth.’ ”

Genesis 45:4b-5 NLT  
“And he said again, ‘I am Joseph, your brother, whom you sold into slavery 
in Egypt. But don’t be upset, and don’t be angry with yourselves for selling 
me to this place. It was God who sent me here ahead of you to preserve 
your lives.’ ”

Genesis 50:24-26a ESV 
“And Joseph said to his brothers, ‘I am about to die, but God will visit you 
and bring you up out of this land to the land that he swore to Abraham, 
to Isaac, and to Jacob.’  Then Joseph made the sons of Israel swear, saying, 
‘God will surely visit you, and you shall carry up my bones from here.’ So 
Joseph died, being 110 years old.”

Exodus 12:35-36 NLT 
“And the people of Israel did as Moses had instructed; they asked the  
Egyptians for clothing and articles of silver and gold. The Lord caused the 
Egyptians to look favorably on the Israelites, and they gave the Israelites 
whatever they asked for. So they stripped the Egyptians of their wealth!

Exodus 13:19 NLT 
“Moses took the bones of Joseph with him, for Joseph had made the sons of 
Israel swear to do this. [Joseph had] said, ‘God will certainly come to help you. 
When He does, you must take my bones with you from this place.’ ”

Luke 12:6-7 NLT 
“Are not five sparrows sold for two pennies? And not one of them is  
forgotten before God. Why, even the hairs of your head are all numbered. 
Fear not; you are of more value than many sparrows.”

Mark 6:34-37, 41-44 NLT 
“Jesus had compassion on them because they were like sheep without a 
shepherd. So He began teaching them many things. Late in the afternoon 
his disciples came to him and said, ‘...it’s already getting late. Send the crowds 
away so they can go to the nearby farms and villages and buy something to 
eat.’
