He is working for us, a few websites had been compromised and he 
isolated the problem. 

Safetv Director Charlie Wenger: I'd like to introduce the new MSAP Certifier Brian Brinkman. Danny has taken his time to 
sit through so that many could complete their first certification. The second will be by Ms. Boots. How many have heard of 
the 1 second and 2 second rule for group riding? Well, check in the Masterlink for this rule, hand signals, etc. There will be 
a Safety International Event Conference in Orlando coming up, Oct 16-20. More details to come. Any safety items made 
by chapters must be approved by the State Board before handing them out! Boots - All presentations must be sent to the 
state office. Please be sure to fill in the date and fill in the number of people in attendance of your presentation. I keep a 
running total of all chapters' safety programs given and how many attended. Charlie - How many chapters are picking up 
their Safety items from the State Office? I have an idea; when you place an order add a $7.50 check to the State to assist in 
gas for a local person from DeLand to take the items to the next state meeting so that the chapter could collect and take their 
order back. Doc suggests that this be tossed around and discussed. 

Products Steve Knee: I have products set out back at the campground; I also have the long sleeve Yellow "Watch for 
Motorcycle" T-shirts available. I'm set-up by the pool. We also take credit cards with a service fee. To order your 
replacement life card, you need to go to your Chapter products person and they will place the order with me. If the name is 
misspelled you need to get with Val. Doc - There are extreme weather condition alerts and tornado watch! Some of these 
old trees around here are called Widow Makers, so be careful. 

Danny, Darrin has done an outstanding job, probably the best job in ten years in our legislative information. With that and 
no further a do, I would like to present Darrin. 

legislative Darrin Brooks: I have decided to do like Rhonda and place items into your packets. I have condensed all the 
bills we have been watching and are moving. These are broken down by the House and Senate, the bill number, name 
and a brief description, who did the bill, co-sponsors, effective date, and the last event. Explaining that the information 
accuracy is as of Wednesday night at 6pm, this is the latest I could provide information and have it printed for you. You 
can go on the internet and download the most current information. Remember when you talk to your representatives 
don't just talk about motorcycles, talk about any issues you have, taxes, insurance, anything local that's going on. Talk to 
them about all that. They are always amazed to accept that ABATE members are very educated and very informed. Also 
is the transportation and highway safety subcommittee list, stop by these legislators offices and stress that your Chapter 
members are in their district and that we appreciate their support. I also have the Senate transportation committee stop by 
the Senators office and encourage them to add SB 1648 to the agenda of the Transportation Committee. And please ask that 
they add the HB 1335-Traffic Offenses Bill by Senator Beshears to the next Transportation and Highway Safety Committee 
Meeting. Please remember to sign in tomorrow and speak to the representative or aide and be sure to introduce yourself 
Keep in mind the "Ethics Bill". If this can pass, we could then offer the representative a Chapter T-shirt or even a bottle 
of water. I will have this bill number for you in five minutes after I finish talking. Now, these reps will err on the side of 
caution, unless the offer is given to everybody! 

lobbvist"Doc" Reichenbach: I've been here 20 years and 19 of them were as your president. Darrin has done the best job 
with the legislative information that we have ever had. I don't want to talk to long, the texting bill will pass. The ethics bill 
is supposed to pass, and if it does it will help us out just like Darrin said. Beshears is an avid bicyclist supporter and many 
of his friends have been hit on bicycles and the fines have been very minimal. I've had the opportunity to sit and talk to 
him for many hours, and he is a veteran. There have been only three bills heard in the last few weeks here in Tallahassee. 
I've asked for a list of bills that have actually been heard. I'd like to see that list! I asked about the Insurance this year, and 
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I was told that they have bigger fish to fry this year, so that's alright by me. There's a helmet bill and handlebar height bill 
that isn't going anywhere this year. 

legal Council larrv Crow: absence is excused. 

NCOM: Convention is Mother's Day weekend in Reno, Nevada and coming up. How many chapters are taking advantage of 
the flyer advertising? 

MRF / AMA: Not much coming out from MRF right now. AMA is concentrating on the off-road riding and Ethanol. 

Bike Week 2013: Awards for bike week were handed out. Presidential award for 60 hours or more were handed out. Also 
48 to 59 hours awards (get-in-free cards) were handed out. Now for the Chapters working the most hours, 3rd Place goes 
to Seminole Chapter with 423.25 hrs.
