May have altered LOC 
Rapid, shallow breathing 
Weak, rapid, or absent radial pulses 
Pale, cool, clammy skin 
Life threatening injuries 

FINDINGS IN THE STABLE PATIENT 
Alert and oriented 
Clear airway, adequate breathing 
Strong regular radial pulse 
Warm, dry skin
