FINDINGS IN THE STABLE PATIENT
e Conscious, may be confused
e Stable C-spine

e Able to maintain airway and
breathing

FINDINGS IN THE UNSTABLE PATIENT
e Altered LOC or unconscious
e Possible C-spine injury
e Difficulty maintaining airway
e Shortness of breath, noisy or absent
respirations

e Strong radial pulse

e  Weak, rapid, or absent radial pulse
e Cyanosis, seizure activity, chest pain
