» Usually male dogs and female
coyotes

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VIRGINIA COUNTIES WITH
COYOTE BOUNTIES
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BOUNTIES ARE BUNK

-— « 150+ year record of total failure

* Not a single documented case of bounties
reducing coyote numbers for significant time

* Fraud and abuse
 More domestic dogs killed

+ Killing non-problem coyotes can open
territories for potential problem animals

* |f <70% killed, recover In single year

* Bounties usually result in <1% population Kill
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DENSITY DEPENDENT
REPRODUCTION

* |Increased litter size
* Higher pup survival
» Higher % of adult females breed

* More juvenile breeding

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LETHAL METHODS

Lethal (trapping, shooting, M44 sodium cyanide)
Key Is that It is highly targeted

Remove significant numbers on problem farms
