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COMPETITION PROGRAM OVERVIEW 
 

Does your child love to dance? Would they love to be a part of a TEAM working together to 
accomplish common goals? Then Heart of the Valley Dance Academy’s award-winning competition 

program may be for you! 
 

Any dancer (ages 5 +) interested in becoming part of a competitive dance team environment may audition. Classes 
are geared towards the serious dancer who shows potential for growth, those who are enthusiastic and passionate 

about dance and those who are driven to work hard and practice to gain great results. 
Dancers must have positive attitudes and be respectful. Dancers are also expected to adhere to our team contract 

throughout the dance season. 

 
SEASON:   Our season runs from September through early May, ending with our year end recital in May. 

 Actual competitions take place February – April. Nationals are typically held in June. 
 

We will be attending four mandatory regional competitions. These may be held in Green 

Bay, Wausau, Madison, or the Milwaukee area. Our nationals competition will be optional and is 
typically held in the Minneapolis area. 

 
CLASSES:  Dancers can audition for only the styles of dance they wish to participate in. Participation 

in at least one group routine is mandatory for all dancers to be eligible for a solo, duo or trio. In 
addition to the classes a dancer auditions for, ONE ballet and ONE stay strong class is mandatory for 
all competition dancers. Staff will place dancers in these classes based on age/ability. 

Participation in at least two summer classes is also mandatory for dancers on the competition 
team. One of those classes must be ballet. 

 

Classes meet on Sundays. Some solos, duos and trios may have their classes scheduled during 
the week based on studio and instructor availability. Groups meet for 45 minutes each 
week, duets and trios meet for 30 minutes each week and solos meet for 30 minutes every other 

week. Ballet classes are one hour each week while the stay strong class is 30 minute each week. 
 

       MISC:    Dancers are allowed four absences from each class over the course of the dance season.  
Practices held the week leading up to a competition are mandatory for all dancers.  Dress 
rehearsal and our annual recitals are also mandatory events for our competition team 
members. 



 

 
2024-2025 AUDITION DETAILS 

 

There will be three age groups for auditions: 5-8, 9-12 and 13 & older. This will help create smaller 
audition groups, giving instructors more one on one time with dancers. 

 
During auditions, dancers will work with our competition team staff to learn a short routine in the 

various styles they may be auditioning for.  Dancers can also expect to show various skills along with 
completing a flexibility check.  If time allows, dancers may be asked to improv.  Our goal is to 

determine the appropriate class placement for all dancers. 
 

 
WHAT TO EXPECT AT AUDITIONS: 

• Warm Up & Stretch 

• Flexibility Check (splits, etc.) 

• Learn Short Routines 

• Skill Checks (tap, jazz, etc.) 

• Potential Improv (if time allows)

What To Bring To Auditions 
1. Dancers must dress in plain black clothing. Leggings, tanks, fitted shirts, etc. are all acceptable.  

Clothing should be fitted so we can see body lines during auditions. 
2. Hair must be secured back in a bun (low or high is acceptable). 
3. Proper shoes for the style(s) of dance you are auditioning for. 
4. Water bottle 

5. A positive attitude and strong work ethic! 
 
 

Placement: Placement on our team is determined by our staff based on technique, ability 
to pick up choreography, age, attitude & performance during previous season (if dancer is a 
returning member).

Failure to return these items by the deadline will result in your dancer(s) not being placed in our competitive program. This 

$150 deposit will go towards dancer’s accounts at the end of our dance season unless the team contract has been 
breached. In that case, the $150 DOES NOT go towards the balance of the account and will be used for the added 

expenses we incur for having to re-choreograph or re-stage routines and added administrative expenses.
