Waiting

We’re in a time of transition as we experience the ending of one 
phase and wait for the start of another – in the world, our country, the 
seasons, our church, ourselves. This particular time of waiting has 
been especially marked by the solar eclipse. There was the gradual 
covering of the sun by the moon, then those minutes of waiting in 
darkness, when we saw the circle of the sun’s light as never before in 
a new way – and then the re-emergence of the sunshine. We knew the 
light would come back in the movement of those heavenly bodies, the 
size of which we cannot comprehend, that the psalmist contemplates 
as he asks, “What is man that you are mindful of him?”

And we know likewise that the growth and flowering of plants will 
come. Jesus, in his metaphors with plants often reminds us of what 
we know as he gives us a way to think about our faith and trust. He 
wants us to be as certain of them as we are about the return of light 
and plants.

There is power in the sun and the moon, and as Nancy reminded us in 
her last sermon, there is power in plants, like the power of the 
feverfew seeds that grew after years of lying dormant in an envelope. 
Cheryl adds that the feverfew, with its tiny white flowers loves 
Vermont, and has another kind of power: once it grows somewhere. 
it’s hard to eradicate. It takes us aback to think of our faith and trust 
in terms of the sun and the moon, and of seeds. But Jesus invites us to 
think that way in this transitional interval of waiting, as we pray for 
faith and trust, and the way we respond to them in our deeds and 
lives.

In spite of 14+ inches of snow on Palm Sunday, St. Paul’s gathered to read the passion narrative, 
take palms to those who could not make it in to church that day, and to celebrate the short but 
fruitful ministry with us of the Rev. Dr. Nancy Hauser.  During the service, we offered prayers and 
asked a blessing on her as she travels to a new home close to young grandchildren and new 
adventures, and we continued the celebration downstairs. At a brunch organized by Kim Hatgen, we 
showered her with cards and a gift card as well as lots of hugs and thanks, knowing that would not 
be possible on Easter as she was the priest at 9 am with us, and 11 am at All Saints.
