The Annual Barbershop Jamboree takes place this year on

Historically the event evolved from visits by a friend of the
Downings, William Marston of Norwich, Connecticut. After
bringing friends with him and entertaining the Downings with
an evening of barbershop harmony, it was suggested that they
return with other barbershop groups to perform for the public at
Land’s Ho at the Bay. The Norwich Chapter of Barbershoppers
was formed and entertained annually. The event was eventually
moved to the Alton Central School and the Norwich Chapter hosted
it for 25 years.

In 1975, the Nashua Chapter of SPEBSQSA took over from
the Norwich Chapter. All proceeds from the Jamboree are divided
between the local conmuttee andthe Nashua Chapter that presents
a local scholarship (the 1995 recipient was Pamela Bothwick),
and contributes to Heartspring, a favorite charity ofthe Barbershop
Harmony Society. At Heartspring, children with speech disorders
and related problems receive care and therapy. The theme, “We
Sing That They Shall Speak”, emphasizes the Barbershoppers
commitment to this cause.

Local profits are returned to the commuiity for various
projects and charitable causes. Past contributions have gone to
Huggins Hospital, Lakes Region General Hospital, Alton Police
Department, Alton Bay Community Center, Alton’s tennis courts,
Phase II ofthe Parks and Recreation development program, chairs
for Alton School’s Music Room, and money towards a new sound
system for the Alton School gym. New chairs for the Alton Bay
Community House is the project being planned presently.

Bay Comniunily Center, culminating with the show at the Alton
Central School at 7:45p.m. Tickets, $5 for adults and $1 for
children under 12, can be purchased at Downing’s Landing, Alton
Village 5 & 10, and the Chamber ofCoiumerce Information Booth.

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LIBRARY CAMPAIGN GOAL INCREASED
The Gilniaii Library Trustees, in consultation with some

members of the campaign’s “Kitchen Cabinet”, have voted to
increase the overall campaign goal from $500,000 to $600,000.
Basically, this means restoring some of the major items in the
expansion plan that had been reluctantly set aside earlier to keep
the total goal as low as possible. With increased campaign
momentum aiid rising enthusiasm in evidence, Campaign
Chairman and Trustee David Countway proposed that the original
masonry facade, a handicapped-accessible courtyard entrance, air
conditioning and elevator all be restored to the master plan and
the goal increased by $100,000.

This means that the overall goal is at 53% instead of the
63% reported in last month’s Main Street. Countway also indicated
that another request to the town will be forthcoming in next
March’s annual Town Meeting. The initial request, probably for
$ 100,000, will go to the Capital Improvements Coinniittee first.

Speaking of momentum, the afghans are in! Early pre
shipment orders are all covered, and new sales underway. Everyone
who has seen one is enthusiastic. The price is now $48 each with
a generous share of the total going to the campaign fund. Do you
have yours yet?

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BI-CENTENNIAL FOCUS

ALTON CENTRAL SCHOOL: 1975-1995
In the past 20 years, Alton School experienced an increase of

over 25% in student enrollment. In 1975 the number of students
attending the school numbered 479. In comparing this to the 1995
enrollmentofwell over 600 students, one can see that a significant
amount of alteration to both the physical structure and also
educational outlook of the school needed to occur. During this
time, it was not only the school which changed but also the
environment in which tlìe students were being brought up. There
were advances in technology that the students could not have been
isolated from and thus advances within the school were made to
expose the students to their changing world.

Initially in understanding the schools past 20 years, one must
realize the changes that occurred to the actual building which
houses these students. Besides the general upkeep and renovations
which were performed yearly, several additions to the school were
made. An industrial arts facility was built in 1980 which greatly
increased and enriched the opportunities offered by that field of
education. The most significant result ofenrollment increase was
the addition to the school in 1987. This massive addition included
new elementary classrooms, a science lab, a new wing for art and
music, and locker rooms. This 1987 addition was to insure the
school that accommodation for 700 students could be maintained.
As of 1995, the school’s student population had not surpassed
700, yet the question of the utilization of space had become a
topic of conversation.

The Facility Study Committee in 1994 found reason to be
concerned with the cafeteria, gymnasium, classroom storage space,
and the fact that classes were crowded to the pointwhere classroom
aides needed to be added.

The most important aspect ofthe school itself, the education
given, has also undergone alterations which directly reflect the
changes in society regardless of population increase. Within the
last 20 years, the technological capabilities of the school have
increased though most of it was accomplished within the past
several years. A major computer upgrade has brought the students
the ability to properly learn skills which shall undoubtedly be
pivotal in future successes. The media center’s lack of space for

sufficiently providing the students with the needed books,
periodicals, etc. has been greatly appeased by the informational
opportunities provided by computertechnology. This appeasement
shall no doubt have a greater influence when a terminal is made
available in each classroom.

Expectation of student performance has also seen a gradual
increase which recently has become an avalanche ofnew challenges
and responsibility for enrolled students. The amount of credits
needed to graduate has increased and honors classes have been
implemented

Positively based organizations such as the Athletic Boosters
(wliichlastyear gave the school two new dugouts), Music Boosters
(which has made great efforts in fund raising for the music
department), and the other specialized groups are prime examples
of citizens showing they care.

Over the 20 years, Alton School has remained a staple for the
countless number of opportunities made available to its students.
Because ofan amazing staffand the over 100 volunteers who put
in over 3,400 hours of volunteer time a year, Alton School has
produced some of the finest graduates in the state.

I am proud to have attended Alton School. Having graduated
this year, I feel as though I have gained not only a fine education
but also the knowledge that I can be successful inwhatever I choose
to do based upon hard work, dedication, and the ambition to
succeed. I thank not only the school and its teachers but also the
town for giving me the opportunities that I have before me. It
truly takes a town to raise a chuld...and I believe that many have
realized this.

August is thevacation month for most people, and what better
place to enjoy it than in Alton’s outdoors. With several lakes in
the area and the numerous activities the surrounding towns
provide, this is one month one should not lack for something to
do.

Exploring smahilakes and ponds canbe an enjoyable vacation
pastime. A canoe is one of the best boats for doing this. They are
light in weight, easy to transport, and glide along quietly, not
disturbing the surrounding tranquility.
Gliding along quietly in a canoe allows one to more or less sneak-
up on fish and game. Loons, ducks, otter, beaver and muskrat will
allow close observation by canoeists. I have observed deer and
moose on the edges of some of the lesser human-inhabited lakes
and ponds.

I prefer an ultra-light rowing canoe. I have it set up with rod
holders so I can troll my fishing line with ease. If a fish bites, I
can immediately drop my hold on the secured oars and grab the
fishing pole. There is no worry about storing the paddle before
the rod can be retrieved. A standard canoe can be set up to row. A
friend of mine made himself some clamp-on oar lock brackets
and cut down some oars and finds the rowing much easier than
paddling.

To find where these lakes and ponds are and their accessibility,
one has many good books available. I am on my second copy of
the New Hampshire Atlas and Gazetteer, having worn the first
copy out. It contains a wealth ofinformation. Ponds and lakes are
broken down into cold and warm water categories and the acreage
is provided for cold water lakes. .A lake of 200-300 acres can be
explored in about one and a half hours while a 1,000 acre lake
will take three to five hours of canoeing time. The big lake has
several bays to explore. Wolfeboro Bay takes about an hour at a
slow trolling row. Of course these times depend on paddling
enthusiasm, but they can be used as a guide. This is also excellent,
non-pollutiiig exercise.

August is also the month to prepare for the upcoming archery
deer season. Check out your gear, the tree stands, and practice
shooting. Farmington Fish and Game Club will host a Traditional
Archery 3-D Shoot on August 6. This is for stick and string bows
only. On the 5th and 6th, the Granite State Bowhunters State Shoot
will be at Nashua Fish and Game. Profile Bowmen has a 40-
target 3-D shoot slated for August 13. On the 27th, the Belkuap
Bowman offers a 3-D shoot at Gunstock.

On August 26, there is a Moose Calling Contest in Pittsburg.
Anyone lucky enough to have been chosen in this year’s lottery
nughtwant to see this event. My sub-permittee lastyear was chosen
himself this year, so we’re off scouting again.
