One aspect of that primeval urge to
spring houseclean is the disposal of all
those containers of forgotten, mislaid and
sometimes unidentifiable substances which
were part of household maintenance but now
clutter shelves and cabinets and the dark
corners of cellar and garage.

Once you have them all collected,
do vou do with them? The first reaction
cart them off to the landfill. Hold

A lot of that stuff falls under
heading of hazardous waste, and can produce
both immediate and long-term dangers if
dumped indiscriminately. Many can cause ill-
ness or injury if absorbed through the skin
or inhaled. Others become flammable or even
explosive if combined. And most serious of
all, they can work their way into ground wa-
ter, thence into rivers and lakes and wells,
with resulting contamination lasting for
years.

Alton has joined five other Lakes FReg-
ion towns to provide a soiution to this pro-
blem. On Saturday, August 22, special hazar-
dous waste facilities will be available for
the safe disposal of these materials. At
present, details of time and place are being
arranged, as other towns may wish to partic-
ipate.

Meanwhile, residents should keep such
materiale as listed below in secure contain-
ers in a safe place. Further information re-
garding the disposal program will be provid-
ed in Main Street.fuestions may be addressed
to Health Officer Steve Dana at B875-5093.
