Many people have 4elt that because their
revaluation assessment increased by three or
four times that their taxes will increase by
the same degree1 Not so!

As a matter of 4act, it is distinctly
possible that under the above circumstances
they might pay approximately the same or ev
en less taxes in 1989.

The tax rate will drop dramatically with
the 100X valuation.

Ml volunteers get mileage and a $ree meal
at the school on the days they work. The
low—income volunteers also receive an hourly
stipend. This stipend isn’t ta<ed and does—
n’t a4fect any assistance programs.

The FGP is a result o4 the Older Amen—
cans Act of 1965. The New Hampshire FGF is
run by The Friends Program in Corcord. The
Friends Program, which runs several dif-f en—
ent inter—generational prcgrams,is a private
non—pro4it, United Way organi:ation estab—
lished in 1975. Their satellite office in
Somersworth covers the Alton area where the
program has been so successful with -five
Foster Grandparents in the school, that ef—
orts are under way to do the same in Wolfe—

bore. It was established to pair the elderly
with special needs children. These children
often need someone to just listen to them
read,help them eel better about themselves,
or just sit and talk. A grandparent/child
relationship can be a very special relation—
ship to both partners.

After being accepted into the program,
a “Gram or “Gramps” is given a Foster
Grandparents manual and about 40 hours of
training for their assignment. There also
are seminars and further training throughout
the year. However, most Foster Grandparents
already have the basics down by Just having
lived! Raising a family, dealing with rela—
tives, and having -friends have been training
them for this position all along. Attention,
patience, a good sense c-f humor, and, c-f
course, love for children are required to
become a good “Gram” or ‘Gramps’.

This is truly a special program, using
the community’s wonderful resources and
channeling them where needed. It’s hard, af—
ten speaking with Laura or one of the Foster
Grandparents, not to be enthLlsiastic about
the program and its purpose. The program’s
motto says it all: “If only all the hands
that reach could touch’.
