So beginning Sunday night after the Rec Center closes,
Maintenance Lead Chris will come in and put the heavier
chemicals in to “shock” the water. These have to circulate
thru out Sunday night and all day Monday to work correct-
ly and completely also to give the Maintenance Crew time
to properly clean everything. So come Tuesday, Septem-
ber 31°, at 7:00 am, the pool will be reopened.

house broken into belongs to Winter Residents and so
was vacant. This is why, if you are gone, whether it be for
the winter or just for a few weeks, it is important that (at a

minimum):

Your house has no or little indication it's empty such as
newspapers or flyers laying in front yards/driveways or
In entrance ways or delivered packages that sit there
for days.

Mail that sits in your mailbox for more than a day or two.

You have someone check at least weekly on your house.
(The Sheriff's Auxiliary teams do a great job of check-
iIng homes)

Be sure to let the HOA office know when you're going
and when you plan on coming back. Be sure we have
an up-to-date Emergency Data Base Form that lists
contact information not only for you but for anyone who
can be called to respond.
