9:23) so that Christ might
make known to them the riches of His glory (rom. 9:23), we go up into the gaps to stand in
battle on the day of the Lord, to build a wall (ezek. 13:5) for Our Children ¢s. 61:9), their
posterity (prov. 11:21) their house (Gen 14:14, 2 sam. 6:21), for their entire family (acts 13:26), their
friends, neighbors and countrymen ( Tim. 2:1-2) and their entire nation (vath. 21:43); for all the
brethren ph. 6:18), all those called by the name of the Lord (peut. 28:10); for the leaders of
their nation, and all the leaders throughout the world, all those that influence the
wellbeing of God’s people; and all the people of their nation, and all men (1 Tim. 2:1-2), SO

that Our Children ¢s. 61:9) and their family (acts 13:26) may lead a quiet and peaceable life in
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all godliness and reverence (1 Tim. 2:1-2). In the name of Jesus Christ (John 16:23), we

proclaim the acceptable year of the Lord, and the day of vengeance of our God (s. 61:2)!
We stand, and rejoice in the hope of the glory of God (rom. 5:2)! It is written (vatt. 4:4), the
things that we speak (er.

18:30), and eternal, for heaven and earth will pass away, but God'’s
word will by no means pass away (matt. 24:35); it is living, and powerful (Heb. 4:12); it searches
the hearts of man (rev. 2:23), like a two edged sword, piercing even to the division of soul
and spirit, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart (Heb. 4:12), and nothing
is hidden from His sight (Heb. 4:13), the Mighty One (ps. 45:3), the Ancient of Days (pan. 7:9), the

shed (rev. 7:14). In the name of Jesus Christ (ohn 16:23), who upholds all things by the word

of His power (Heb. 1:3), as a fellow worker in Christ Jesus (rom. 16;3), abiding in Him, and

born of Him (1 Jonn 2:29) we come boldly to the throne of grace and obtain mercy and find
grace (Heb. 4:16) for Our Children ¢s. 61:9) and their entire house (Gen 14:14, 2 sam. 6:21), all of their
people (ps. 148:14), Oon every side Job 1:10), all of their family (acts 13:26), all of their blood from
the beginning of time until the end of time (Gen. 17:7, Prov. 11:21), all those by adoption (cal. 4:5),
and all those by marriage (Judge 12:9, 2 chr. 18:1), all their natural seed (2 sam. 7:12) and all of their
spiritual seed (1 Tim.

148:14)
will not sin. Instead, they shall meditate within their heart on their bed, and be still (ps. 4:4).
In Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) We pray (James 5:16) Our Children s. 61:9) and their family (acts 13:26)
will not resist an evil person. But whoever insults (slaps) them on their right cheek, let
them turn the other to them also (vatt. 5:39). Let Our Children ¢s. 61:9) and their people (s.
148:14) reject a divisive man (Tiws 3:10), that they and their family (acts 13:26) are not drawn into
the snares of death (prov. 14:27), receiving cursing and death into their lives (peut. 30:19).
According to the eternal purpose (ph. 3:11), God grant that their understanding be mature
cor. 14:20), that Our Children ¢s. 61:9) and their people (ps. 148:14) not deceive themselves (1 John
1:8). Let Our Children ¢s. 61:9) and their family (acts 13:26) not deny their Sins (1 John 1-10); rather
confess their sins, for He is faithful and just to forgive their sins and to cleanse them and
their people (ps. 148:14) from all unrighteousness (1 John 1:9). If another sins against them and
their house (Gen 14:14, 2 sam. 6:21) and their nation (vath. 21:43), then let Our Children ¢s. 61:9) and
their family (acts 13:26) rebuke them, but if they repent, forgive them (Luke 17:3), up to seventy
times seven (490 times) daily (vatt. 18:22) and reaffirm their love to them 2 cor. 2:8). For if they
forgive men their trespasses, their heavenly Father will also forgive them (vatt. 6:14) and
their house (Gen 14:14, 2 sam. 6:21) and their nation (vath. 21:43). May the God of truth (ps. 31:5, Deut.
32:4,1s. 65:16) kKeep Our Children ¢s. 61:9) and their people (ps. 148:14) from the snares they have
laid for them, and from the traps of the workers of iniquity (ps. 141:9-10). Let their minds not
be poisoned by bitterness and bound by iniquity (Acts 8:23). In Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) We
pray @ames 5:16) Our Children ¢s. 61:9) and their people (ps. 148:14) pursue peace with all men,
and holiness, without which no one will see the Lord: looking diligently lest anyone fall
short of the grace of God; lest any root of bitterness springing up cause trouble, and by
them many become defiled; lest there be any fornicator or profane person like Esau, who
for one morsel of food sold his birthright (Heb. 12:14-16). According to the riches of His grace
(Eph. 1:7), INn Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) We pray (James 5:16) God will open their eyes and turn Our
Children ¢s. 61:9) and their family (acts 13:26) from darkness to light, and from the power of
Satan to God, that they may receive forgiveness of sins and an inheritance among those

who are sanctified by faith in Jesus (acts 26:18). May Our Children gs. 61:9) and their people
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(Ps. 148:14) cast away from them all the transgressions which they have committed, and get
themselves a new heart and new spirit (Ezek. 18:31). In Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 cor. 1:30) We petition

3:2). Surely the kindness (eph. 2:7) of the great love (Eph. 2:4) of God their Savior (eph. 4:5) will
keep Our Children ¢s. 61:9) from being foolish, disobedient, deceived, serving various lusts
and pleasures, living in malice and envy, hateful and hating others (rius 3:3). Let all
bitterness, wrath, anger, clamor, and evil speaking be put away from Our Children s. 61:9)
and their house (Gen 14:14, 2 sam. 6:21) and their nation (math. 21:43), with all malice @ cor. 14:20). Let
Our Children ¢s. 61:9) and their family (acts 13:26) be kind to others, tenderhearted, forgiving
them, just as God for Christ’s sake also has forgiven them (ph. 4:32). Let Our Children gs.
61:9) put off all these: anger, wrath, malice, blasphemy, and filthy language out of their
mouth (col. 3:8). Our Children ¢s. 61:9) and their people (ps. 148:14) shall put off, concerning their
former conduct, the old man which grows corrupt according to the deceitful lusts, and be
renewed in the spirit of their minds (eph. 4:22-23. Through the washing of regeneration and
renewing of the Holy Spirit, whom God poured out on Our Children s. 61:9) and their

people (ps. 148:14) abundantly through Jesus Christ our Savior (tis 3:5-6), laying aside all

malice, all guile, hypocrisy, envy, and all evil speaking, as newborn babes, desiring the
pure milk of the word, that Our Children gs. 61:9) and their house (Gen 14:14, 2 sam. 6:21) and their
nation (vath. 21:43) may grow thereby (1 ret. 2:1-2). Whatever things are true, whatever things

increase their faith (uke 17:5), that Our Children ¢s. 61:9) and their people (ps. 148:14) shall
forgive those who sin against them and their house (Gen 14:14, 2 sam. 6:21) and their nation
(Math. 21:43) When they repent (Luke 17:3-5). In Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) We pray (James 5:16) that
God, may give Our Children gs. 61:9) a forgiving heart that they will love their enemies,
bless those who curse them, do good to those who hate them, and pray (zames s:16) for
those who spitefully use them and persecute them; that they might be the sons and
daughters of their Father in heaven (vatt.

The Lord lives; in truth, in judgment, and in righteousness; the nations shall bless
themselves in Him, and in Him they shall glory @er. 42! The Lord, our God, He exercises
loving-kindness, judgment, and righteousness in the earth, for in these He delights (er.
9:24)!

In the name of Jesus Christ (ohn 16:23), merciful and faithful High Priest (Heb. 2:17),
may the Lord direct their hearts into the love of God and into the patience of Christ 2
Thess. 3:5). Let their love be without hypocrisy, and may Our Children ¢s. 61:9) and their house

12:9), building themselves up on their most holy faith, praying in the Holy Spirit, keeping
themselves in the love of God @ude 1:20-21). And whenever they stand praying, if they have
anything against anyone, let them forgive them, that their Father in heaven may also

forgive them their trespasses (vark 11:25). Let Our Children gs. 61:9) and their family (acts 13:26)

Forgive, and they will be forgiven. Give, and it will be given to them and their house (Gen
14:14, 2 sam. 6:21). good measure, pressed down, shaken together, and running over will be
put into their bosom. For with the same measure that Our Children gs. 61:9) and their
people (ps. 148:14) use, it will be measured back to them (Luke 6:37-38) and their house (Gen 14:14,
2 sam. 6:21) and their nation (vath. 21:43). And whoever compels them and their family (acts 13:26)
to go one mile, let Our Children ¢s. 61:9) and their people (ps. 148:14) go with them two (Matt.
5:41), always bearing with others in love Eph. 4:2. Remembering always that we do not
wrestle against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the
rulers of the darkness of this age, against spiritual hosts of wickedness in the heavenly
places ph. 6:12). Let it be their choice to receive blessing and not cursing in every
situation for it is written: "I call heaven and earth as witnesses today against you, that |
have set before you life and death, blessing and cursing; therefore, choose life, that both
you and your descendants may live and that you may love the LORD your God, that you
may obey His voice, and that you may cling to Him, for He is your life and the length of
your days " (peut. 30:19-20). Let Our Children ¢s. 61:9) and all of their people (ps. 148:14) choose
life and stand against the wiles of the devil ph. 6:11). Let Our Children ¢s. 61:9) and all of
their people (ps. 148:14) love and obey the Lord, cling to Him and have a long and

prosperous life (peut. 30:20). To Him, Jesus Christ, was given dominion and glory and a

kingdom, that all peoples, nations, and languages should serve Him. His dominion is an
everlasting dominion, which shall not pass away, and His kingdom the one which shall
not be destroyed (pan. 7:14).

148:14)
eyes to see clearly (vatt. 7:5). In Christ (rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) We pray @ames 5:16) that the Lord will
not deliver them to the torturers (vatt. 18:34), but instead give Our Children ¢s. 61:9) a heart of
compassion that they might forgive the debt of others (vatt. 18:27). Let Our Children gs. 61:9)
and all of their people (ps.
