of His power (Heb. 1:3), as a fellow worker in Christ Jesus (rom. 16;3), abiding in Him, and

born of Him (1 Jonn 2:29) we come boldly to the throne of grace and obtain mercy and find
grace (Heb. 4:16) for Our Children ¢s. 61:9) and their entire house (Gen 14:14, 2 sam. 6:21), all of their
people (ps.

Their help is in the name of the Lord,
who made heaven and earth (ps. 124:8). In God may Our Children ¢s. 61:9) and their people
boast all day long, and praise His name forever!
