"Here is the latest project I've been working on for ever since | got a bowl gouge for
my birthday. They are my off-cuts that I've made into tank shells from Warthunder (a vehicular combat multiplayer
video game) that my cousin and | play. Each is representative of a type of shell found in the game, that is, one is
supposed to be an APCBC (armour-piercing capped ballistic cap
shell), another APFSDS (armour-piercing fin-stabilised discarding
sabot shell), HEAT-FS (high-explosive anti-tank fin-stabilised shell),
and so on.
