This visual dental screening does not re-
place a regular dental check-up and visit.
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The MVU maintains important safety procedures
which include:

The BSBF team wear proper protective gear, in-
cluding mask, gloves, gown, face shield and/
or goggles.

The mobile unit is wiped down with disinfectant
between students and cleaned completely
with disinfectant at night.
