Speaking in Tongues II

A. Isaiah 28:11-12 NKJV “For with stammering lips and another tongue He will
speak to this people, To whom He said, “This is the rest with which You may
cause the weary to rest,” And, “This is the refreshing”; Yet they would not hear.”

○ Foretold by the Prophet Isaiah this supernatural change in redeemed
vocabulary blends the mind of God with man’s speech faculties

B. For years the baptism in the Holy Spirit for many was just an experience at the
altar. But there’s so much more than just uttering a phrase or a few words in a
ministry experience! The baptism in the Holy Spirit, in tandem with the New
Birth, is the lifestyle God has intended us to live in. Born of the Spirit,
Empowered by the Spirit, praising, praying, interceding and worshiping “in the
Spirit” and developing your language of redemption as you pray in other tongues!

C. 1 Corinthians 14:2 NKJV “For he who speaks in a tongue does not speak to
men but to God, for no one understands him; however, in the spirit he speaks
mysteries.” 1 Corinthians 14:4 NKJV “He who speaks in a tongue edifies
himself, but he who prophesies edifies the church.” 1 Corinthians 14:14 NKJV
“For if I pray in a tongue, my spirit prays, but my understanding is unfruitful” 1
Corinthians 14:15 NKJV “What is the conclusion then? I will pray with the
spirit, and I will also pray with the understanding. I will sing with the spirit, and I
will also sing with the understanding”.

○ When we are filled with the Holy Spirit we receive an utterance, it may be
a phrase, a word that you must yield to, and as you do it it will grow into a
language (of the Spirit). In the natural, you did not begin to speak your
native language like you do now! You started with “baby talk” and you
grew and developed. The same is true of your spiritual language, you
must grow and develop into it. This is the miracle, your tongue, which has
the power to disconnect, God disconnects it from everything else in your
life and hooks it to your inner man, Spirit. That is where the Holy Spirit
abides. A physical miracle!
