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SCHOOL OF THE SPIRIT
CLASS 12:
“Power Gifts”

A. 1 Corinthians 12:9-10 NKJV “to another faith by the same Spirit, to another
gifts of healings by the same Spirit, to another the working of miracles, to
another prophecy, to another discerning of spirits, to another different kinds of
tongues, to another the interpretation of tongues.”

These are supernatural gifts which release the Power of God to bring relief to the

suffering and great honor to Jesus

1. Gift of Faith - an impartation of the Faith of God apart from the personal faith of the
believer. Not developed, imparted! Removes all fear, any hesitation or intimidation.

Judges 6:34 NKJV “But the Spirit of the Loro came upon Gideon; then he blew the
trumpet, and the Abiezrites gathered behind him.”

2. Gifts of Healing - an impartation of God’s power into the physical body removing
sickness, and injury! (Notice it’s plural, so there are many ways this gift works!)

Acts 10:38 NKJV “how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with
power, who went about doing good and healing all who were oppressed by the
devil, for God was with Him.”

Genesis 20:17 NKJV So Abraham prayed to God; and God healed Abimelech, his
wife, and his female servants. Then they bore children;

3. Working of Miracles - a supernatural alteration in the “natural order” by the power of
God.

Exodus 14:13 NKJV “And Moses said to the people, “Do not be afraid. Stand still,
and see the salvation of the Lorp, which He will accomplish for you today. For
the Egyptians whom you see today, you shall see again no more forever.”

Matthew 8:23-27 NKJV “Now when He got into a boat, His disciples followed Him.
And suddenly a great tempest arose on the sea, so that the boat was covered
with the waves. But He was asleep. Then His disciples came to Him and awoke
Him, saying, “Lord, save us! We are perishing!”’But He said to them, “Why are
you fearful, O you of little faith?” Then He arose and rebuked the winds and the
sea, and there was a great calm. So the men marveled, saying, “Who can this be,
that even the winds and the sea obey Him?” These power gifts open the door in
some of the most difficult areas of the World. No other God, no religion, no
government can withstand the power of almighty God. The Gospel is proclaimed and
demonstrated.
