CALL TO ORDER & WELCOME

In Attendance: Mayor Mattingly, Councilman Atchley, Councilwoman Hansen and Councilman
Kaelberer.

Also In Attendance: City Clerk Stegelmeier, City Attorney Angell
Mayor Mattingly called the meeting to order at 2:08 p.m.

City Clerk Stegelmeier asked the Council to convene to approve an affirming the Mayor’s Disaster Declaration.
The Idaho State Office of Emergency Management wanted a certain form for the affirmation.

1. Resolution 20-01 — Mayor Mattingly, City Clerk Stegelmeier ACTION ITEM

Councilman Atchley made a motion to approve Ashton Resolution 20-01 — An Affirmation of the Mayor’s Disaster

Declaration. Councilwoman Hansen seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken. Mayor Mattingly called for

a roll call vote: Councilman Atchley, Aye; Councilwoman Hansen, Aye; Councilman Kaelberer, Aye. The motion

carried.

2. Public Hearings during Emergency Discussion — City Clerk Stegelmeier
City Clerk Stegelmeier explained that public hearings are going to be a problem during the next month. She
has discussed the situation with the City Attorney and he has advised that the City hold off any public
hearing into May. This will allow City Clerk Stegelmeier to get up and running with telephone/video
conferencing in order to facilitate the meetings.

3. Facility Screening Procedures — City Clerk Stegelmeier
City Clerk Stegelmeier asked the Council if they felt the screening procedure that was used as they entered
the building for the meeting was sufficient. She had used Fremont County’s procedure as a guide in
developing it. They agreed that it seemed to be simple but work. City Clerk Stegelmeier reported that the
employees were going through the process each morning so that everyone kept/felt safe. Mayor Mattingly
thinks that it is a good process. He is concerned that it may not be sufficient for a public meeting. City
Clerk Stegelmeier explained that City Attorney Angell has advised that meetings be held telephone/video.

4. Adjournment
Councilman Atchley made a motion to adjourn. Councilman Kaelberer seconded the motion. The motion
passed unanimously.
