            1.  Appoint New Council Member for Vacant Seat 
       The City received three applications to fill Marcus Lowry’s unexpired term which ends 12/31/2024. 
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Freeman seconded a motion to appoint Jerry O’Sullivan to the Council to fill Marcus Lowry’s unexpired term which ends 12/31/2024 Councilors Barton, Mather, Freeman, and Suhr voted “yes.”  Mayor Morgan and Councilor Morgan voted “No”.  The motion carried.
2. Appoint New Budget Committee Member
The City received one application for the Budget Committee for a four-year term which expires on 12/31/2026.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Freeman seconded a motion to appoint Christina Wooten to the Budget Committee for a 4-year term ending December 31, 2026.  Mayor Morgan, Councilors Barton, Mather, Freeman, Morgan, and Suhr voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.
             3.   City Wide Clean up
                Mike Kelly spoke about the City Wide Clean up earlier in the meeting, no additional comments   were made. 
  4.   Current abatements
 Anton from the lot behind B&C Antiques was present and spoke about his efforts to clean up and    move off the lot. Administrator Bennett spoke with Bruce, the property owner, and told him he will start getting fined if he does not help get the nuisance abated.  
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Morgan seconded a motion to give property owner Bruce Cunliff until March 31, 2023, to abate nuisance on lot behind 420 S Main St. Mayor Morgan, Councilors Barton, Mather, Freeman, Morgan, and Suhr voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.
   Administrator Bennett drove by 164 Wright St, some progress was made, however, the City sent another letter advising the property owner that the remaining junk needs to be removed. 
The renter at 331 B St has moved and it will take the property owner some time to clean the mess he left.
 A new complaint was received regarding 221 SE 2nd St, two vans leaking fuel on the streets and parking in the grass. Administrator Bennett sent the complaint to DEQ to see what they suggest.
A letter was sent to the County Building Department regarding the fire at Stephan Maniaci’s building.  The burned boat has been removed from the property. 
A letter was sent to the owner of 221 Berthel regarding the dumping of grey water from their trailer.
onto the street. Deputy Scriven said he would talk with the property owner.

             1.   Homelessness in Public Spaces
The City has until July 1, 2023, to repeal the existing camping ordinance.  Administrator        Bennett, with the help of the Council, needs to create a new ordinance for Homelessness in Public Spaces and establish parameters for where our homeless population can rest.  Administrator Bennett provided the Council with an informational video to help guide everyone in the process. 
Canyonville citizens Todd Bryson and Christina Wooten expressed their interest in The City asking for input from the public.  Mayor Morgan asked the Council and the public to email any ideas regarding this matter to Administrator Bennett.
