V.
REPORTS
1.   Sheriff’s office report.
                   This month in Canyonville the Sherriff’s office received 229 calls for service, 23 reports, 12 in       custody, 36 traffic stops with 7 citations.

               2.  City Administrator Report
            Administrator Bennett gave an update on Optimum Environmental progress at the sewer plant including equipment maintenance, inventory of lab and groundskeeping.  They have also eliminated the UV Analyzer alarms and have processed roughly 17,874 gallons of waste and sent it to the county landfill. On April 23 staff were notified about a water leak on Canyonville Riddle Rd, Gosselins were called to repair the leak.  The owners at 463 Huffman called regarding a water leak coming from O’Shea Creek, we will have the City engineer determine what needs to be done. On April 24, staff were notified of a water leak at the park, and staff have repaired the leak.  The Utility Worker position has been filled with an applicant experienced in mechanical repairs as well as water and sewer line repairs.
3.  Mayor’s Report
Mayor Morgan met with Administrator Bennett to review the agenda for the council meeting as
well as participating in the Legislative Update zoom meeting hosted by League of Oregon Cities. 
 Mayor Morgan continues to encounter residents voicing their concerns regarding nuisance abatements, needed street repairs and other miscellaneous concerns.
                Mayor Morgan met with Administrator Bennett to review the draft ordinance concerning                  
    homelessness and attended the May 8th budget Committee meeting where the budget was 
 
    forwarded to the City Council for approval. 
4. Main Street Report 

Mike Kelley spoke, he said the Main Street Committee is assisting the library with their grant ideas.  
VI.      UNFINISHED COUNCIL BUSINESS
          1. Canyonville Library – AARP & T-Mobile Grants
    Volunteers from the Canyonville Community Library formed a committee and are applying for   grants to make improvements to the City Hall building and grounds. The AARP would cover Phase One improvements including ADA compliant front door for library, awning repair, demolition of kiosk area and landscape improvements.  The T-Mobile grants would cover Phase two improvements including City Hall ADA compliant front door, replacing all windows and adding an LED sign.
Councilor Freeman moved, and Councilor Barton seconded a motion to approve the submittal of the AARP Flagship Community Challenge Grant for $45,000 and the T-Mobile Hometown Grant for $45,000 by the Canyonville Community Library.  Mayor Morgan, Councilors Barton, Mather, Freeman, Morgan, O’Sullivan, and Suhr voted “yes. No ‘nays” The motion carried.
2. Homelessness in Public Spaces
        Administrator Bennett provided Council with the Camping on Public Property draft Ordinance and suggested that we hold a work session May 31, at 6pm.  This will provide citizens with the opportunity to give input and express their concerns.  Administrator Bennett will contact Jan Radford at Encounter Church about possibly having the work session there. 
3. Current Abatements 
                Anthony from B&C Antiques has all junk removed from the property.
 City staff has sent another certified letter to the owners of the Wright St property as more junk has collected and the remainder of the burnt debris needs hauled away.

 The property at 331 B ST is completely cleaned up.

Staff has sent a certified letter to the owner of 120 Ecklund regarding debris on property.

 Staff spoke with the City attorney regarding the sign ordinance violation at 315 S. Main St. The City attorney suggested that the city amend the code to allow violations to be addressed civilly, rather than as a crime.  
 The owner of the trailer at 200 Berthel has been cited several times for running grey/black water on the ground.  Staff spoke with DEQ and were informed that we will need to keep citing them until it is cleaned up.
 The owner of 600 NW 1st St is in the process of cleaning up the yard.
VII.     NEW COUNCIL BUSINESS
            1.  Douglas County Intergovernmental Agreement with Sheriff’s Office. 
The City’s Intergovernmental Agreement with the Douglas County Sheriff’s Department has    increased by 8% for the fiscal year July 1st, 2023 – June 30th, 2024, making the total contract cost $214,584.03.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Freeman seconded a motion to authorize the Mayor to sign the 5th extension of the Sheriff’s Intergovernmental Agreement for law enforcement services in the amount of $214,584.03. Mayor Morgan, Councilors Barton, Mather, Freeman, Morgan, O’Sullivan, and Suhr voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.
            2.  PUBLIC HEARING ON STATE REVENUE SHARING 
                 Public hearing opened at 7:49 pm 
                 To receive State Revenue Sharing the City must adopt the following Resolutions.

 Resolution No. 703:  The City must provide four or more municipal services to be eligible for State Revenues.  Resolution No. 703 certifies to the state that the City provides at least four services. 

Resolutions No. 704:  After the City certifies to the state that they meet the eligibility requirements    the City must then declare their intent to receive the money.  Resolution No. 704 declares the City’s intent to receive State Revenues.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor O’Sullivan seconded a motion to adopt Resolution No. 703 establishing the City’s eligibility to receive State Revenue Funds and Resolution No. 704 declaring the City’s intent to receive the funds.  Mayor Morgan, Councilors Barton, Mather, Freeman, Morgan, O’Sullivan, and 
Suhr voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.
