I. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

CONSENT CALENDAR:
1. Approval of minutes for February 22, 2022.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Freeman seconded a motion to approve the minutes for February 22, 2022, with corrections. Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Young, Mather, Freeman, and Lowry voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.

COUNCIL BUSINESS:
1. Liquor License for Canyonville Smoke and Grocery Store.
The building at 412 S. Main Street, which use to be a restaurant, is being converted to a convenience store.  The name of the new store is Canyonville Smoke and Grocery.  They are applying for a liquor license so that they can sell beer and wine.  The Oregon Liquor Control Commission (OLCC) requires the City to review the new application and give their recommendation to approve or deny the license.  The final decision rests with the OLCC who will conduct the background investigation.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Freeman seconded a motion to approve the liquor license application for the Canyonville Smoke and Grocery Store. Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Young, Mather, Freeman, and Lowry voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.
2.  Purchase of a new SCADA system for the City Water Plant.
The City is looking at purchasing a SCADA system for the water plant.  The old SCADA system was created in the 1990’s and has been customized in the past to work for the plant.  This system is the computer operation program which is basically the brains for the treatment of the water.  With this new system the company has assured us that it can be reprogramed to work in the new future water plant.
The City has received financial assistance from the federal government under the American Rescue and Recovery Act (ARPA).  We have received this money through the State of Oregon under a program they call the Coronavirus State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds (CSLFR).  Under the CSLFR program rules water projects are an eligible expense, but it is up to the City to determine if the project meets the Interim Final Rule (IFR) requirements.  For water and sewer projects, the IFR refers to the EPA Drinking Water and Clean Water State Revolving Funds for the categories of projects.  The funds for the Clean Water funds specifically listed the SCADA systems as an example of approved capital project.  
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor  Young seconded a motion to approve the purchase of a new SCADA system for the water plant utilizing the Rescue Act funds in the amount of $148,128.00.  Mayor Young, Councilors Young, Mather, Freeman, Lowry, and Barton voted “yes.” No “nays.” The motion carried.
VI.
REPORTS:


1.    Sheriff’s Office Report.

There were 268 calls for service this last month.  Of those calls there were 30 reports, 22 taken into custody, 1 DUI, 12 citations, 35 traffic stops, and 9 fugitives.  The deputies are working on making the transients clean up the area under the bridge where they have been staying.
2.  Administrator’s Report.
United Community Action Network (UCAN) has a new financial assistance program for low-income people to pay their water and sewer bills.  The threshold for a family to be considered low income has been raised so people who never qualified before do now.
We made it through union negotiations, and everyone seemed very happy.  
Staff is working hard on the budget and have completed most of the major funds.  There is really good news for the sewer fund.  Last year when the interest rates were low the city was able to close out the sewer project early and lock those low rates.  The city was able to save approximately $40,000.00 in loan payments each year for the duration of the loans.  This will offset the loss of $43,000.00 in revenue that is being lost from CCA closure.  For the water fund we were able to reduce the expenses to offset most of the revenue loss for next year.

Staff hopes to have the budget completed and out to members by the end of April. The first budget meeting is set for May 9,2022.


The city is still trying to find someone to help the city determine the scope of the repairs needed on the two bridges.  It has been hard to find anyone.  We are still saving money in the budget for these repairs.
