" I'm writing to keep you informed of current legislation in
Topeka with a potential tremendous impact on the
Kansas horse industry. A Bill entitled HB 2055 was
passed out of committee to the Senate floor yesterday.
The Senate Fed and State Affairs Committee took a
House Bill, gutted it and inserted language that could very
possibly eliminate any future for the Kansas horse racing
industry. What was produced and sent on to the Senate
is a Bill that allows for a Southeast Kansas casino only
and offers nothing to help re-open The Woodlands or
Eureka Downs. If this Bill passes in it's current form, all
leverage for the votes of Southeast Kansas legislators will
be lost. In the past, those interested in re-opening the
racetracks and opening a Southeast Kansas casino have
always stuck together as in most cases it takes groups
all working together and some luck to pass a Bill. If any
one faction goes rogue, it usually signals the death knell.
