Vesicular Stomatitis (VS): Outbreak Mitigation

What is Vesicular Stomatitis?

Vesicular Stomatitis is a viral disease characterized by blister-like
lesions found around the nose, lips, tongue, gums, teats, sheath, or
coronary bands. The disease most commonly affects horses and cattle,
but can affect sheep, goats, swine, and camelids. Although rare, the
disease can be transmitted to humans that are exposed to the virus
when handling infected animals.

"The last year went by fast. | spent many days learning, watching and enjoying the sport of
horse racing. It has always been a dream of mine to own a race horse and | love every
minute of it.

Like everyone else, | was concerned about the accidents at Santa Anita this spring.
Sometimes the TV doesn't give you enough information and | wanted to find out what was
happening. Is this something | should watch out for? Are there bad things going on at race
tracks | don't know about?

To try to keep up with all the good and bad of issues, | subscribed to the Los Angeles Times,
Bloodhorse Magazine, and independently researched over 26 publications, a great many
video interviews and spoke with many grooms, jockeys and trainers at Will Rogers Downs. |
love research. | once was awarded the Guinness Book of World Records Award for my
research!

Could it have been overuse of pain killing drugs? Out of 258,920 drug tests completed in 2018
in all the races, there were 1,561 violations. that is a .06% violation rate.

Could it have been over racing on some of these horses? Horse stalls at the tracks are
complimentary to participants. Trainers are allocated x number of stalls for their race horses.
There are many situations where trainers bring non race ready horses, companion horses, to
these stalls. Pressure to prove these are racing horses and not just companion horses
sometimes leads to racing horses not ready.

Could it have been weather related? This past spring it rained and rained and rained. Rain
beats down tracks making them harder. Sometimes there is not sufficient opportunity to work
the ground as best as possible during short race meets. This past spring, | listened to a long-
time trainer and jockey reflect on Lane 1 at the Woodlands race track. He said, "If they ever
get that track open again, they gotta fix the inside lane, it was a death trap!"

Could it have been the number of horses in the same race? We've watched races like the
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Kentucky Derby with so many horses it is challenging for the horses to avoid bumping into
one another.

How do we fix this? A Federal Racing Commission. Presently, each state sets its own rules.
Each state is different. Federal guidelines and enforcement would eliminate variables and

provide regulatory oversight and continuity of this sport. This would provide an objective
perspective from outside the circles of the track owners, racehorse owners and vested
participants. And those are my thoughts!"

Meaning, non-equestrians may not
reserve spots in Wild Horse Camp, Perry State Park (Lake Perry) or Saddle Ridge

Campground, Hillsdale State Park (Hillsdale Lake). You must have a horse to camp in
these areas as designated equestrian campground use only.
For reservations, please contact the respective park offices, Wild Horse
Equestrian Camp is still listed on Reserve America.com.

You must contact the Hillsdale Park Office to reserve a campsite in the Saddle
Ridge Equestrian Campground at Hillsdale State Park.
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Allowing only equestrians in these parks, is safer for everyone. Equestrians
have limited, designated areas, and this helps to preserve them.

While visiting our State Parks, please don't litter on the trails. If you pack it in,
pack it out. And clean your pens prior to departing.

BCHA-Kansas is committed to keeping track of hours spent by volunteers across the state
maintaining trails and keeping our public trails open. In 2014, trail volunteers have
accumulated well over 2,000 hours and have raised several thousand dollars for Kansas
public trails and camps that are open to equestrians! This information continues to have
an impact and improves equestrians' relationships with land managers.
