The proposed Wastewater project, that was brought forth by the City and is now 

with the State to review for a grant funding package, received an update on pricing for the 

sewer pipe lining portion.  The price has dropped significantly, and will be updated with 

the State.  DENR also brought up if the City is willing to contribute money from the sewer 

fund to help pay for the project.  The City is willing, though a dollar amount has not been 

determined.

Holscher moved and Faw seconded to approve the 2018 Annual Report, brought 

forth by FO Bauman.  Motion carried. 

 

A bid proposal for a new picnic shelter was discussed.  The ideas and requirements 

will be put together to be agreed upon at the April meeting before being published for bids.
