En la historia del Evangelio de hoy, Jesús limpia a un leproso 
con las palabras: "Sed limpios" (Marcos 1:41). La fe de este 
leproso mueve a Dios a darle la limpieza exterior que 
buscaba.

No vino simplemente a limpiar por fuera, 
como los fariseos, que “limpian lo de fuera del vaso y del pla-
to”” (Lucas 11:39). Él vino a renovarnos a todos, por fuera y 
por dentro.

“Be made clean” (Mark 1:41). The faith of this leper moves 
God to give him the outward cleanliness he sought.

Jesus says he came that “they might have life and have it more 
abundantly” (John 10:10). He didn’t just come to cleanse the 
outside, like the Pharisees, who “cleanse the outside of the cup 
and the dish”” (Luke 11:39). He came to renew all of us, out-

side and in.

Jesus says that, “As to what is within, give alms, and be-
hold, everything will be made clean for you” (Luke 11:41). 
Jesus says there is a connection between almsgiving and the 
true cleanness of life which the Jews sought. Small wonder:
