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CHICKEN GNOCCHI SOUP

CROCK POT HOT CHOCOLATE

CHICKEN GNOCCHI SOvVP

Ingredients

e 1 tablespoon olive oil

e 1small onion, diced

e 3 stalks celery, diced

e 3 cloves garlic, minced

e 2 carrots, shredded

e 1 pound cooked, cubed chicken
breast

e 4 cups chicken broth

e 1(16 ounce) package mini potato
gnocchi

e 1(6 ounce) bag baby spinach leaves

e 1tablespoon cornstarch (Optional)

e 2 tablespoons cold water (Optional)

e 2 cups half-and-half cream

e salt and ground black pepper to
taste

Step 1

Heat oil in a large pot over medium
heat. Cook carrots, celery, onion, and
garlic in hot oil until onion is
translucent, about 5 minutes. Stir in
cubed chicken and chicken broth; bring
to a simmer.

Step 2

Stir gnocchi into soup and cook until
they begin to float, 3 to 4 minutes. Stir
in spinach and cook until wilted, about 3
minutes.
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Step 3

Whisk cornstarch into cold water in a
measuring cup until smooth. Stir the
cornstarch mixture and half-and-half
into soup. Cook until soup thickens
slightly, about 5 minutes. Season with
salt and pepper.

Ingredients
e 11/2 cups heavy whipping cream
e 14 oz sweetened condensed milk
e 6 cups milk
e 11/2 tsp vanilla extract
e 2 cups milk chocolate chips (or
semi-sweet chocolate chips)

Add all the ingredients to your crock
pot and whisk together until well
combined. Cover and cook on low for 2
hours, stirring occasionally, until
warm throughout and the chocolate is
melted. Whisk well before ladling into
mugs to serve.
