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Tornednec for Fich

set the rod and within five min-
utes, another king hit the same
lure behind the same Torpedo.
This one, fought to net by my
other club tournament partner
Scott, weighed about 8 pounds.
We soon turned to troll back
through where those two kings
hat, but that was the wrong mowve,
We didn't have another bite for
another couple of hours, and
sometimes the right direction is
the key to getting bites. With just
a half-hour left to fish, we turned
around tothe direction of our ear-
lier productive troll and caught
three steelhead, three fish on at
onee, with just 15 minutes left in
the tournament. These didn’t hit
the Torpedo rod, rather eating
threedifferent spoonstaken deep
behind wvarious lengths of

TNTrougn the water with so liue
drag, they can take your lures to
specific depths depending on
how much line you let out and
how fast wour boat 1s moving.
Sawrie spent many days on Lake
Erie, painstakingly charting ex-
actly how deep his weights were
running, and charts come with
each weight. I've been using
them since last summerand have
been pleased with how easy they
are to use—and how well they
help eatch fish.

The weights come in four sizes,
with names for each: The small-
est 1s the 2 1/2-ounce Snapper,
followed by the 5-ounce Shark,
the 8-ounce Musky and the 13-
ounce Cuda. In a typical trolling
spread for salmon, a Torpedo can
be used instead of a downrigger

or a diver disk, such as a Dipsy.

Inland trollers targeting sus-
pended fish will like them, too—
they just clip to vour line as far
ahead of your lure as you want it.
When a fish hits, just reel in the
Torpedo, unclip it, and fight the
fish unhindered the rest of the
way to the boat.

Definitely anice little tool toadd
to the fishing arsenal. For more
info, check out torpedo
divers.com.
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
