Present:

Our passion continues to be fueled by Roger’s dream into a fulfilling legacy. In the past
four years we have grown from serving 24 food pantries to 37 and are trying to research
ways to acquire additional resources that would enable us to help more people in this area.
We continue to work with our partners, Mid-West Food Bank and others to serve this area.
As we look back upon the last 4 years, we see God’s hand at work through the relationships
that Roger built. Reading through some of the comments just a few days after his passing
we see how Servants of Qur Lord ministry has really made an impact in this area.

For every season there is a purpose - Roger knew his purpose. That purpose has now be-
come our purpose. As the years pass and the seasons change, so does the world as we
know it. Our purpose is to be able to provide to those in need with God’s help and direc-
tion.
