~ Brief Discussion regarding the Town of Manchester’s need to increase water rates due to the
0.23/thousandths increase that the Town of Farmington has passed through to the Town of
Manchester. We try to stay pace with the increases passed to us because the water districts have to
stand on their own. Currently we are at $4.75 per thousandths.

o Changing those meters and the billing for them has been a very easy process.
