Well, this my first and only Corvette. I had always wanted either a 1957 or split rear
window 1963 but unfortunately they were all well out of my price range. In 1999 my
wife saw this one, a 1969, on a bulletin board at St. Charles (we both worked there at
the time) that was in my price range! The car was located in LaPine so we drove out
to take a look. The owner had started to sand it for repainting but gave up part way
through. The car did start and drive (poorly). The body and interior were in pretty
sad shape. We made an offer on the car and my wife bought it for me (hence it will
always be a keeper)! The owner agreed to drive it from LaPine to my home in bend.
When it arrived it was full of pine needles, and mouse droppings from sitting outside
for years.

As I started restoring the car which the title/vin identified as a 1969, I found a lot of
1970 body parts on it. When I had the frame checked at a body shop they found that
the frame had been hit hard enough on the passenger side to require repair. The
frame however had been repaired properly and was in good shape. My belief is that at
some point the car had been in a severe crash and many 1970 parts had been used
to repair it! So basically it is 1969+.

It took over 10 years for me to get it road worthy again. I kept track of my expenses
at first but soon the number just depressed me so I stopped. Looking back I have to
wonder if the 1957 or 1963 were really out of my price range (LOL)!
