MEETING ORCHIDS HALFWAY (TO THE SOUTH POLE)

Two Weeks in Ecuador with Ecuagenera

Jeff and | decided to look for orchids in Ecua-
dor because of its famous diversity of orchids.
The most recent count of the number of or-
chid species in Ecuador is 3,787 of which
more than 40% are endemic and three (3)
out of every ten (10) endemic plants in Ecua-
dor is an orchid. In addition we were familiar
with Ecuagenera and knew that they had
knowledgeable guides. We were not disap-
pointed.

Ecuador straddles the equator, thus its name.
Elevations range from sea level on the Pacific

Warm moist air carried by the Easterlies from the At-
lantic Ocean over the vast, relatively flat expanse of
Brazil to precipitate on the eastern slopes of the Andes

Coast to the highest peak in the Andes of
20,560 ft. Because of its location at the equa-
tor, Ecuador experiences little variation in
daylight hours during the course of a year.
Both sunrise and sunset occur each day at the
two six o'clock hours. The Andes divide the
country and help to create its diverse land-
scape: Andean highlands, the Amazon jungle
to the east, and the wildlife-rich Galdpagos
Islands. It also benefits from the rainfall of
the easterly winds which bring moist air from
the tropical Atlantic Ocean across Brazil. As
this warm moist air reaches the eastern side
of the Andes, the air rises loses heat, creates
clouds and ultimately precipitation due to
adiabatic action.

chids to discuss all of them here so we will
focus on our first day in the field with our two
guides, dayneth and Hugo, both from Ecua-
genera. During a light rain we headed west
out of Quito on route 20 to a lower elevation.
En route we made several stops along the
side of the highway to look for orchids. We
soon discovered that highway cuts can be
ideal locations to see orchids as there is mini-
mally obstructed views. The downside is the
racing traffic on the narrow roads.

Our third stop was 'the rock’, jutting out
from the side of the road with the highway
on one side and a precipice on the other.

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Mid-America Orchid Congress Fall Meeting
Mentoring Members to Assume New Roles Within Your Society

September 25-27

After the members’ breakfast at the Mid-
America Orchid Congress, several dozen
participants joined in a discussion of how to
increase membership and participation in
our local orchid societies. Members reported
success with various strategies, which they
shared with the group. Most comments
spoke either to reaching out to people who
are not yet involved or to getting newer
members involved in activities.

For reaching new members, one participant
stressed the importance of offering contact
information—email and a phone number—at
the top of the local society’s website of-
fering visitors quick access to consultation
and questions. Even if people do not have
guestions at the time they first browse the
website, they will remember contact is avail-
able for future reference. Websites should
also provide some simple how-to advice for
common guestions to reinforce the message
that the local society is a source of help.

Several groups had advice about publicity
for society events, and recommended dis-
tributing business cards, calendars, and in-
formation about upcoming events—
particularly sales—at events like state and
county fairs. Groups with a university
nearby have had success distributing flyers
about shows and other information to ap-
propriate university departments.

Other participants recommended cooperat-
ing with regional groups to publicize events.
List all orchid activities within a 200-mile
radius on web sites and newsletters. Encour-
age other clubs also to do so.

Publicizing orchid events among people
with related interests has been useful for
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some groups. People who keep reptiles and
frogs sometimes grow orchids in their habi-
tats, and people who raise carnivorous plants
are often interested in orchids. Check their
websites for contact information, and send
key members of these groups electronic
newsletters and announcement. Invite them
to attend your society’s events.

Get the email address of anyone who shows
interest and send them announcements and
newsletters. Follow up with a call to invite
them to meetings.

Participants also had ideas for strengthening
bonds with new members. One group re-
ported success with a small “Meet and Greet
Committee” of experienced members tasked
with making sure new people feel welcomed
and well-informed. Among the tasks this
committee can perform:

e Call new members before each meet-

ing to invite them.

¢ Invite them to come early to the meet-

ing with plants to re-pot and with ques-

tions like “What is going on with this

plant?”

e Have experienced members visit and

engage new members socially even out-

side of orchid activities, and be alert for

common interests even outside orchids.

e Have separate drawings for new mem-

bers only.

e Give away extra divisions to new

members.

e Consider calling new attendees who

miss a meeting saying, “Hope you can

come next time.”

Finally, participants had several suggestions
about encouraging current members stay in

The road was steep and winding and we
crossed several streams. Originally the plan
was to loop back to Quito however heavy rains
had forced road closures and we had to turn
back. On the return trip in the rain we
stopped where the hillside was cover with
pleurothallis and stellis pusilla along with a
few examples of a third org and pluerothallis.
The pavement was slippery but we managed
to fight the rain and stay on our feet for a few
photos.

Of course not everyday was a feast for the
eyes, and after a while certain orchids were
too common to be of particular interest, and
some habitats we traversed were not suitable
to sustain orchids. But when there was a suit-
able habitat, orchids were EVERYWHERE!

volved and active. At membership renewal
time, some clubs have had success with a
mailer reminding less-active members of all
upcoming events for the next year. Include
club meeting dates even if the topic is not
known.

The Duluth Club, a small one, reminded
other clubs not to over-reach, lest a few peo-
ple do all the work and burn out. Their rec-
ommendation was to be realistic about what
projects the club can and cannot take on.

For those tasks a club does decide to take

on, recruiting people for jobs by saying “We
need - - -” was discouraged. Instead, start by
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reviewing club members’ skills and prefer-
ences within the executive committee, ask-
ing who would be good at something. Then
ask them personally to take on the task.

Charles Wilson reported that the Memphis,
Tennessee society creates a separate com-
mittee for every task related to set-up for a
major show. Less experienced members
tend to be hesitant to lead committees, so
make them part of a committee. Help less
experienced members learn what goes on at
an exhibit by building an exhibit at a
monthly meeting, and reviewing the section
on the MAOC website that describes what
goes on at shows.
