(8) 3 1/2° squares

RED: (4) 3 1f2" squares

make to the right.

(4) 2" squares - draw a diagonal fine on wrong side of fabric

MED/DARK BLUE:
(4) 3 1/2" squares

{4) 2" squares - draw a diagonal line on wrong side of fabric

Begin by placing a RED 2" square, right sides together on top of 2 3 1/2" WHITE square as shown.
Stitch on the drawn line, trim 1/4" seam allowance, fiip back and press. ’
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Make 4 red sguares

Repeat the above process to make BLUE units.

Make 4 blue squares

Arrange your blocks and Red and Biue squares as shown to the
left. Your finished block should measure 12 1/27.
