Reflect on
the gifts you have received thus far in life and how you will use the gifts from the Holy Spirit to
serve others and be a witness to your faith throughout your life.

Remember, this
is a letter that should address what being a Disciple of Christ means to you personally and how
you plan to continue to grow in your faith after you are confirmed.

e Religious activities you take part in as an individual, with a group or as a family.
e Reflections on your family.
e What you chose to do for your service hours.
e A personal experience that made an impression on you.
e A person who has greatly influenced you (parents, siblings, teachers, coaches, etc.).
e Specific things you would like to do to stay involved in your parish community.
e Specific ways you can continue to study, grown and live your faith.
