NOTE: Characters are gender neutral and all-inclusive. 

Also, '...' in dialogue can represent a pause, change in action or an idea, or a non-verbal form communication. 

Last, scenes with TIME happen in real time. The remaining  take place in what I call the Empty Space. 
Or, between beginning.
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and maybe it’s four o’clock and the sun is setting too early and you can’t stand it!
Maybe... They come because you're alone, 
or maybe it’s when you're swarmed 
by any and every thing imaginable 
and it’s when you’re looking down at the ground 
or scratching your skin–– one leg with the other 
looking down at your shoes on the ground when they...
Or maybe you’re never really alone 
Because they come 
They come to distract you 
To steal you for a bit,
Maybe you see one somewhere anywhere you think: 
I know you! I know you so well! 
And then It looks at you and It says:
you’re mistaken.
But you really don’t think so...
So you are standing in line at the check out 
AND you're waiting at the dentist’s 
AND you’re lying on your bed 
AND the sun is still setting slipping so slowly... 
AND when you go you wonder how dark it will all be when you return 
You wonder how much you’ll miss. 
But they’re calling... Calling you to...
They want you to come... 
Pause. Begin

TIME
I’m coming to get you.

HA.

MIND

TIME
So it seems. 

MIND
It’s not fair.
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TIME
No one likes a sore loser. 

MIND
YOU’RE IT!

MIND runs away.

TIME
Hey now wait, that’s not fair. That’s not what we were play–– 

MIND
No one likes a sore loser!

TIME
Very well then, ready or not here I come.

TIME catches MIND.  

TIME doesn’t let go.

MIND

TIME
Alright, now. My turn. Close your eyes. 

TOMORROW enters. 

MIND begins counting––

TIME

MIND

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TOMORROW
What are you doing?

MIND
Playing. Want to play with me?

TOMORROW
I can’t.

MIND
Why?

MIND

TOMORROW
What are you?

MIND
I don’ know...

TOMORROW
I’m Tomorrow.

MIND
Tomorrow? What is a Tomorrow?

TOMORROW
Well, it’s everything that isn’t right now, and wasn’t ever before. It’s tomorrow. Why 
it’s... Anything–– Everything! Everything that comes after today. 

MIND
Are you a place?

TOMORROW
Well I guess you could say––

MIND
Are there fairies in Tomorrow?
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TOMORROW
There’s anything you want tomorrow.

MIND
Can I fly in Tomorrow? Like the birds in the sky?

TOMORROW
Yeah, you can do all that tomorr––

MIND
Can I be like the wind, as free as the branches of the trees?!

TOMORROW
That too. 

MIND
Who will I be then, Tomorrow?

TOMORROW
