Pin Oak Creek Wildlife Management Association (POCWMA)

2018/2019 Coyote Bounty Program

Purpose:
It is the goal of the Pin Oak Creek Wildlife Management Association (POCWMA) to improve the vicinity’s game species habitat quality and populations.  The purpose of the POCWMA Coyote Bounty Program is to reduce the coyote population in the POCWMA vicinity; thereby, improving the game species habitat quality and populations.

Coyotes will eat just about anything. They feed primarily on rabbits, rodents and insects, but they also eat carrion, lizards, snakes, fruit, vegetable matter and even fish.  Studies conducted in the Post Oak Savanah Eco-region indicate significant fawn losses due to coyote predation.  Fecal sample analysis of coyotes found deer hair in droppings during every month of the year.

The coyote requires minimal shelter to survive, but it will use a den for the birth and care of its young. Coyotes usually prefer to take use of an abandoned den or natural cavities rather than dig their own den; however, they will make the necessary renovations by excavating multiple escape tunnels linked to the surface. Coyotes breed from mid-January to early March.  After a gestation period of 63 to 65 days, a litter of five to seven pups is born.  During the weeks following the birth, the male will bring food to the family, but the female will not allow him inside the den.  Coyotes normally may live from 10 to 12 years.  Implementation of a predator control program may be an effective tool in protecting some of our wildlife species.

Rules:

1. All coyotes must be taken within the boundaries of POCWMA by Active Voting Members and/or Associate Members of the Pin Oak Creek Wildlife Management Association (POCWMA) during the period between October 15th up until the Coyote Bounty Fund is depleted or until the 2019 Spring Meeting (whichever comes first).
2. If an entrant resides within the POCWMA boundaries but is not an active POCWMA member and wishes to participate in the Coyote Bounty program, that entrant must join the POCWMA as an Active Voting Member at the check station to participate.
3. If an entrant leases or manages a property within the POCWMA boundaries but is not an active Associate Member and wishes to participate in the Coyote Bounty program, that entrant must join the POCWMA as an Associate Member at the check station to participate.
4. The pair or pairs of coyote ears (attached by hide) should be placed in a zip-lock bag before being brought to the check station.  All pairs of coyote ears checked at a check station must be left with the POCWMA checker at the check station.
5. Participants must give land location where coyotes were harvested when turning in ears at check stations.
6. For each pair of coyote ears a contestant turns in at the check station, a record will be kept to determine the number and location of coyotes entered per individual.
7. No entries will be accepted after the $450 fund is depleted or the 2019 Spring Meeting (whichever comes first).

Bounty:
· A Four Hundred Fifty Dollar ($450) fund has been set aside for the 2018/2019 Coyote Bounty Program.
· A Twenty-Five Dollar ($25) bounty will be awarded to members for the first four (4) pairs of coyotes entered.  After the first four (4) pairs of ears are entered, a Ten Dollar ($10) bounty will be awarded to members for each subsequent pair of ears entered until the $450 fund is depleted or until the Spring Meeting (whichever comes first).
· Bounties will be paid out at the end of Nov, Dec, Jan, Feb and at the 2019 Spring Meeting by check from POCWMA until the $450 fund is depleted or until the 2019 Spring Meeting (whichever comes first).
