Reorganization of the 107" Engineer Battalion

Over the last few years the Army has been going through a “transformation” and fighting the Global War On Terrorism (GWOT). The
MI Army National Guard and the 107" Engineer Battalion have been affected by this initiative. In the Engineer branch there are no
longer any “organic battalions.” An organic battalion was an organization where there was an HHC and lettered line companies. In
time of war the whole battalion was to mobilize as a whole, like the WW 11 days. Those of you who have followed the battalion’s
activities in the last few years know that there have been half dozen partial mobilizations of the battalion’s personnel to support the
GWOT. Now the battalion is no longer an organic battalion. Each company is a separate mobilization entity with a number
designation and can/will be called to active duty individually by company. This reorganization of the battalion and deactivation of
other UP units is detailed in the table below. HSC, 107" Engineer Battalion will be the peacetime command and control headquarters
for all the UP units.
