Chief’s Corner

Monday June 13". We have had an unusually

wet and extended spring, however
temperatures are quickly increasing and humidity is
dropping causing the lighter vegetation, such as
grass, to burn more easily. Along with the extended
rainy season there has been an extended growing
season which equals more fuel for wildfires.
Remember summer is here. Be Careful!!

Fire Season is officially here as of 8:00 AM

| urge everyone to use caution when working to
create the 100 foot defensible space around all of
your structures. While it's true that “Defensible
space” can make a difference whether or not your
home will survive in a wildland fire. It is also true that
in some instances where no matter how fast we get
to a fire or how much equipment and personnel we
have on scene, there is little that can be done -
particularly if the fire starts on your property near
your home. So please be careful with all outdoor
activities. If you are going to do any grass or weed
cutting or using gasoline powered tools of any kind
please do it early in the morning or late in the
evening. Fires can start by an unattended burn pile, a
cigarette tossed out a window of a car, a dragging
safety chain on a trailer and all the other reasons. So
take a little extra effort to be more cautious and alert
to your actions and surroundings.

All burn permits will be suspended July 1%. That
means there is NO OUTDOOR BURNING
ALLOWED AT ALL! If you smell or see smoke
please do not hesitate to call 911 so that we will be
dispatched to check it out, it could mean the
difference between just putting out a small fire or
having to deal with a major problem!

At the Chief's meeting the other day, the Chief form
Fallon Leaf, a small community along west side of

Lake Tahoe, told us about a structure fire they had
last week. It was their first structure fire in two years.
The area has a permanent population of about 50
residents. However, the population increases to over
2,000 during peak summer recreational months. The
cabin that caught fire was vacant at the time and
during the fire cause investigation they could not
figure out how the fire started. They noticed there was
forced entry into the cabin. The door had been ripped
open and inside the place had been torn apart. Their
first thought was a burglar covering his tracks. Then
they noticed that the refrigerator door was pulled open
and the food was spread around the place. They also
noticed that the cans of food in the cupboards had
been pulled down and torn open. All the lids on the
spices that were above the stove were torn off and
spread about the kitchen. Conclusion..... a bear had
broken into the cabin and in the process of
rummaging about, it pulled the stove away from the
wall which in tum broke the gas line to the stove the
cabin filled with gas and, well | think you know the rest
of the story.

Finnon Dam Restoration Project

The weather cooperated and the Finnon Dam
Restoration Ground Breaking Ceremony was held as
planned. If you missed it, see additional information in
the MVFA article by Teresa Wren.

Although preliminary work has begun, the initial task
was to remove the debris that accumulated on the
dam and move it out of the way. When the dam is
rebuilt, most of this foreign matter must be avoided in
order to achieve the soil compaction required.

Once the debris was removed, there were additional
delays when surface water appeared due to
underground springs. The soil needs to be drier for
the scrapers (what we used to call “earth movers”) to
operate.

Apologies to anyone who got caught by the
construction equipment moving along Rock Creek
Road. The equipment moved faster than the
communications. The need to temporarily close Trail
Gulch Road has been delayed until later in the
restoration process.

The entire park is a construction zone and hazardous
conditions exist throughout the park. PLEASE DO
NOT TRESPASS. This includes dog walkers, joggers,
off road vehicles, disc golf players and anyone else
not required to be there. Some construction will be
very close to the restaurant. Although the restaurant
will remain open, please do not go past the fence or
let children run loose in this area. We want you to be
able to return and enjoy Finnon when the dam is
finished and the lake refilled.

SCPOA Report

With the arrival of the warmer temperatures, Kevin
and Johnathan are working hard to keep up with the
vegetation growth around the common areas as well
as starting to deal with some of the damage done to
our roads over the wet winter. They have also had to
remove some cut brush from the road easement that
was apparently placed for chipping. We need to
remind everyone that SCPOA does not have a
chipper. There was a chipping program through the
fire safe counsel but unfortunately that program was
not funded this year. So please do not place your
brush along the roads it only causes a fire hazard.

We had planned to start having budget meetings but
they have been put on hold while our new
bookkeeper sorts out a few things. When he has
everything correct, we will get our up to date financial
reports and then can start the discussions for next
years budget. We will also be discussing road issues
and options to address them given the limited funds
that we have. At this point we should be able to plan
on a budget and road meeting following our July
meeting.

We still have a significant amount of delinquent
accounts, Lynda will be placing liens on properties
whose owners have not made payments. She will
also be starting the process of taking owners to small
claims court who have made no effort to make any
sort of payment for more then a year. Unfortunately
those who do pay their dues end up making up for
those who don't so the board must get aggressive in
collecting.

Veerkamp Construction has been contacted about
the issues on Indian way and will do repairs as the
temperatures and time allows. We are also still
waiting to get a quote from them for purchasing
some road grindings.

Kevin and Johnathan will continue with their pot hole
patching through the summer. There’s some areas
on Swansboro and White Oak where the patch never
set up due to the excessive moisture

so they will need to dig it out and do a more major
repair on those areas.

The website at www.scpoa.net is up and running,
Lynda keeps meeting dates current and Rob Lupient
is working on getting more pictures. If you have any
suggested additions please let us know.

A motion was made and passed to get a high speed
Internet connection for our secretary Lynda's office,
she has been on dial up which has become even
slower recently. If you have tried to contact her at the
office and been unable to get through it was probably
because she was trying to do updates which took
many hours. This will no longer be a problem and she
will no longer have to go to friends homes to deal with
large files.
