5 coaches- $220

6 coaches- $260

7 coaches- $300

8 coaches or more- $340

Retired/Lifetime- $90

Retired Hall of Fame member- $0 for Lifetime membership

EXAMPLE: John F. Kennedy High School has a Boys Varsity and Junior Varsity Coach, as well as a Girls
Varsity Coach and a Junior Varsity Coach. The two varsity coaches are $50 each and the JV coaches are
$40 each for a total of $180 for 4 coaches. It does not maXer who you designate as your first two
coaches. You could have in this situation the Boys Varsity and JV Coach as the first two coaches paying
$50 each and then the Girls Varsity and JV Coach would be $40 each.

We are using Final Forms as our membership planorm. This makes it not only easier for you to complete
your membership but much easier for Athletic Directors to go in and “claim” their coaches and pay for
their member- ship. Even if your school does not use Final Forms for its student-athlete registration, your
Athle©c Director is part of Final Forms through the MIAAA-AMP.
