4 Before the world began, God chose us in Christ to be holy and
blameless and to be full of love; 5 God likewise predestined us
through Christ Jesus to be adopted children—such was God’s
pleasure and will—6 that everyone might praise the glory of
God’s grace which was freely bestowed on us in God’s beloved,
Jesus Christ.
