This craft can
remind you that “there is no
Rock like our God” (1 samuel 2:2).

* Smooth flat rocks
* Aluminum foil
* Oven mitt

* Newspapers

+Old crayons

« Cookie sheet

*Black permanent marker

(optional)*

* An adult to help

Whatyoudo: '\‘6

1. Clean off the 1‘ocks.\

2. With an adult’s help, set the
oven to 225 degrees and bake
your rocks for 15 minutes on a
foil-lined cookie sheet.

3. While the rocks bake, remove
the paper wrappers from the
old crayons.

4. With an adult’s help, use an
oven mitt to remove the rocks
from the stove and set them
on a pad of newspapers. The
rocks will be VERY HOT, so
be careful!

S. Draw on the stones with the
crayons. The heat will melt the
crayons into vibrant liquid wax.
For a swirl effect, hold each
crayon against the rock in one
place to create a puddle of
color, and continue to switl the
color around with the end of
the crayon.

FROM THE PASTOR...

July 2024

“For everything there is a season and a time for every matter under heaven:

Our Vacation Bible School is scheduled for July 11 at
Our Savior's. Many of us are looking forward +o another
great experience of educating our kids, fun activities, and
fellowshipping with one avother. ITf the recent past is
any indication, we'll have another good turnout, including

But apparently, the popularity and success of traditional VBS programs is
decreasing v many parts of the comntry. T read an article recently entitled A
Eutlogy for Vacation Bible School which suanested +that it's time for many
churches +o discontinue their VBS programs.

The reasons are three-fold. 1) Churches are different than they used +o be.
Considering the average age of most church members, plus the amount of people
needed to put VBS together, it's getting more and wore difficult. 2) Church
programming has changed. Many churches, especially the larger ones, offer other
educational opportunities for children other than VBS. 3) People and families are
different. Summertime is often vacation time for families with young children.
And gooduess knows that priorities have changed as far as how families spend
their free-time.

The author of the article, Sarah Boberg, writes, “So, what does all this mean
for vacation Bible school? T think this means many churches veed to take a lowg
ond real look at VBS.
e Some churches need +o celebrate the VBS mivistry avd recite its enlogy.
e Sowme churches need to rethivk the VBS model and create a model that
works better withiv the reality of their church resources.
e Some churches need +o evaluate their children’s programming as a
whole.
e Some churches need +o grow or evolve their VBS mivistry and partver
with other churches and orgavizations +o meet the needs of their
church and community.”

We at Our Savier’s, WMona and Six Mile Grove are definitely NOT ready +o gquit
VBS!E Thanks to the hard work of our organizers, teachers and helpers, and
especially with the recent efforts at combining the kids and resources from all



three churches, our VBS program is gquite strong. But there may come a time v
the not-so-distant future when we WILL veed to re-evaluate i+ and consider
altervatives. Wore on that v the coming vears.
